The media center is equipped with
35 networked computers. All classrooms in the building have smartboards allowing teacher to bring the outside world into
the classroom. Small group instruction areas have iRovers. Communications are maintained with parents through emalil
and phone calls. The students are taught to protect the environment as part of the curriculum. In April, the Home School
Association works with the school to provide programs and field trips to educate students on the need to care for the
environment. The week culminates with a tree planting for Arbor Day. Our local veterans are honored at the annual
Memorial Day celebration each year. Student volunteerism is important- ambassadors work with new students and those
are looking for playmates at recess, color guard members remove and fold the American flag at the end of the school day
and are an important part of our flag ceremony, safety patrol students assist at different times during the school year.
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
