The school provides children with a variety of rich learning experiences that correlate with national & state standards. 
Available programs offered in addition to traditional academics include Gifted & Talented, Grade 3 Honors Math, 
Intervention Services, and a Specials schedule comprised of the following classes: Art, Library, Spanish, Music, Physical 
Education, and Computers.
