The Charles Street Elementary School serves approximately 500 students in pre-kindergarten through sixth grade. Our
preschool program is designed to bring together children with special need with their typically developing peers in a
collaborative classroom environment. Charles Street School offers a full day kindergarten program with three sections.
Our academic program, while focusing on the acquisition of skills in the areas of language arts, reading, mathematics,
science and social studies, also allows for students to experience areas such as music, physical education/health,
computer technology, art, world language, character education, and library science. Charles Street School also provides
an enrichment period which allows teachers to explore activities relating to STEAM, current events and school wide
thematic lessons. Charles Street School is in its second year of piloting a Mindfulness program. Studies find that students
benefit from learning mindfulness in terms of improved cognitive outcomes, social-emotional skills, and well-being. We
also encourage our teachers to learn mindfulness; we believe they reap personal benefits such as reduced stress and
burnout. With support from the Board of Education, technology has continued to develop at Charles Street School,
computer technology is utilized school-wide to enhance and support instruction. Our Google Chrome Book and Google
Apps initiative has moved from a pilot program for fifth graders to total utilization for grades third through sixth. Charles
Street School has been introduced to On Course’s Learning Management System. Charles Street School’s anti-bullying
program (Olweus) is in its fifth year. The design of the program is to create a cultural change in how our students, staff,
parents and community view and address bullying in our schools and community.
