The district has done a great deal of work to implement a tiered system of support through Rtl, offering support to the at-
risk population and establishing criteria to identify children who may need additional intervention. At-risk students are
invited to participate in a summer tutoring program to improve math and literacy skills. The district also offers a full
continuum of services for special education students, including: in-class resource, pull-out support, self-contained rooms,
speech, OT, and PT. A Behavioral Consultant (BCBA) is available to help shape student behavior.
