SENATE.

The Senate was called to order at three
o’clock, P. M., by A. R. Throckmorton,
Secretary Of the last Senate.

On motion of Senator Bramhall, Mr. Geo.
R. Chetwood, of Essex, was chosen Presi-
dent pro tem.

Mzr. Alexander presented the credentials
of Jetur R. Riggs, Senator elect of Passaic;
also of Henry V. Speer, Senator elect of
Middlesex, which were read and. approved,
and the usual oath administered.

Senator Roberts presented the credentials
of Joseph W. Allen, Senator elect from
Burlington; Senator Cowperthwaite those
of Jesse Diverty, Senator elect of Cape
May ; Senator Robertson those of John C.
Rafferty, Senator elect from Hunterdon;
also those of Zachariah H. Price, Senator
elect from Sussex, all of which were ap-
proved and the oath administered.

Senator Allen then moved thatthe Senate
proceed to the election of a President,
which was agreed to, and Hon. William C.
Alexander being nominated, was unanimous-
ly elected.

‘Senators Allen and XLaird were ap-
pointed to conduct Mr. Alexander to the
Chair, upon taking which he returned
his thanks in a few brief and appropriate
remarks.

Aaron R. Throckmorton, of Mon-
mouth, was reélected *Secretary without
opposition.

For Sergeant-at-Arms, Senator Laird
nominated William P. Sanno. of Warren.
and Senator Smith, Albert S. Deviney, of
Salem. A ballot being taken, Sanno had
11 votes, and Deviney 9, the former thus
being elected.

For engrossing clerk, Joseph Myers,
(Native American) and John W. Jackson,
(Democrat) of Morris, were nominated.—
The vote being taken, Mr. Jackson was de-
clared elected—11 to 9.

" Stacy B. Read was reélected assistant
secretary, without opposition.

On motion of Mr. Robertson, the usual
Stationery Committee was appointed, and
on motion of Mr. Rea, the rules of the last
Senate were adopted for the present.

A resolution was adopted, making the
hour of meeting 10 A. M. of each day.

A committe was appointed to secure
clergymen to open the Senate with prayer,
and then the Senate adjourned,

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

At three o’clock the clerk called the
members to order. :

There being but few members present,
Mr. Howell, of Morris, moved a call of the
house. Agreed to.

Twenty-five members were present.—
The Democratic members were still in
caucus. -

The clerk announced that no quorum was
present. :

Mzr. Muchmore, of Morris, said that as
there was no quorum present, and the hour
had arrived at which they should meet, he
moved that the House now adjourn.

My. Martin moved a reconsideration of
the vote by which the senate yesterday di-
rected the treasurer to provide a new heat-
ing apparatus for the senate chamber. His
intention was not to oppose the change, but
to afford time for further reflection. He
thought it was not right to make the expen-
diture involved in a change, unless clear
advantage would result therefrom. If it
should be found upon investigation, that the
apparatus proposed would warm the cham-
ber more thoroughly than stoves, he should
favor its adoption.

The motion to reconsider was agreed to,
and Messrs. Martin, Riggs, and Chetwood
were constituted a committee to examine, in
connection with the treasurer, into the pro-
priety of a change. 3

Bills Noticed.—By Mr. Rea, to restore
section 15th in a bill to incorporate a bank
at Hackettstown, by which the capital stock
of said bank was lost, by an omission of the
engrossing clerk of last year’s senate.

On motion of Mr. Laird, the Senate took
a recess for half an hour.

At 11 o’clock, the Senate again came to
order.

Mr. Martin, from the committee on the
heating of the senate chamber, reported that
they had examined the proposed apparatus,
and favored its adoption.

The report was adopted—so that the new !

apparatus will be provided.

Mz. Diverty offered a concurrent resolu-
tion that a joint committee be appointed,
(Assembly concurring,) to wait on the Go-
vernor, and inform him that the two houses
were organized, and ready to receive any
communication he had to make.

. Bills Introduced.—By Mr. Rea, to re-
store section No. 15 in the,. bill to incorpo-
rate the Hackettstown Bank, passed at last

session, (This section was lost by the neg-
lect of the engrossing clerk.). T

Mr. Allen called attention to the disad-
vantages that would result from the intro=
duction of a heater in the Senate-chamber,
as proposed by the committee appointed to
examine into the matter. Ie said that
while a member of the House, his throat
had been seriously affected by the gas
arising from the furnace, and he hoped the
Senate would not proceed with the introduc-
tion of the new heater, until a thorough test
has been given it in the lower House.

Mzr. Riggs remarked that the committes
had only consented to the introduction of
the apparatus upon the positive assurance
of the Treasurer and builder, that all disa-
greeable consequences should be obviated.

Mr. Chetwood remarked, that it was pos-
gible that the effects alluded to by Mr. Al-
len had not been produced by the gas. He
had never heard that general disadvantage
of the character in question had resulted
from the heater in. the Assembly-chamber.
He hoped that, at all events, the experiment
would be tried in the Senate.

Messrs. Diverty and Franklin corrobo-
rated Mr. Allen’s statement as to the evil
effects of the gas upon the health while in
the lower House. .

Mzr. Allen moved that the Treasurer be
directed to stop the progress of the work
for the present. The resolution was adopt-
ad, 9 toi7.

Mr. Martin offered a resolution that when
the Senate adjourn, it adjourn until- Mon-
day afternoon, at 3 o’clock. Adopted, 12
to 3—(Alexander, Diverty and Riggs.)

That part of the Governor’s Message in
relation to the militia, was, on motion, re-
ferred to the Militia Committee.

Mz. Allen, from the Committee on Rules,
reported those of last session, with some
slight amendments, which were adopted,
and one hundred copies ordered to be
printed, under the direction of the com-
mittee.

The commis-
sioners further submit that a general power
of supervision of the work of education
should be vested in a body of men who will
appreciate the value and weight of their
trust, who will from time to time commend
such modifications of the system as the pro-
gress of events may render necessary. The
secretary of this board is to be ex-officio the
state superintendent of public schools, and
the commissioners ask for him a fair com-
pensation. Their third object has been to
secure competent, reliable and responsible
teachers, and they think they have made a
satisfactory provision for this object. The
fourth object of the commissioners has been
to make such provisions, with regard to the
school districts, as will avoid the embarrass-
ments which ocowrred under former laws.
Their bill provides that all controversies on
this subject shall be submitted to a board
appointed by the people. They bhelieve
that the review and examination” of these
cases, by such boards, will, in a short time,
render our school system. in every respect
what it should be.

Reports of Committees.—By Mr. Rafferty

Mr. Riggs, from the.committee on finance
to whom was referred so much of the Gov-
ernor’s message as relates to the subject of
usury, presented an elaborate report, which
was read, as follows :

TuE CoMMITTEE ON FINANCE, to whom
was referred so much of the Governor’s
Message as relates to the subject of usury,
beg leave to report : -

That money only differs from other prop-
erty in being the standard of value and

‘medium of exchange established by law,

and as such standard, although more uni-
form than any other species of property,
still it is subject to constant mutation, in-
creasing or legsening its relative value as
measured by other property. Excessive
issues of paper money tend to lessen its
value, or large exports of the precious me-
tals, to increase it, by increasing in the
one case the amount of the circulating me-
dium and diminighing it in the other. The
difference then between it and other prop-
erty is the same in kind, only differing in
degree. Other property risesin price when
the demand exceeds the supply, and falls
when the supply exceeds the demand.—
Money being made by statute an excep-.
tion to this salutary law, the rate of inter-
est does not vary with the ever varying
demand. Hence, when money acquires a
value beyond the rate fixed by statute,
borrowers cannot obtain it without viola-
tion or evasion of law, and embarrassment
and bankruptcy are the frequent result.—
Viewing the matter in this light, your com-
mittee can perceive mno good reason why
all the rights of property should not be-
long to the owners of money—among
others that the right to sell it for the best
price he can get.

It is asserted that government created
money, and thatthe creator has the right to
determine the terms upon which lenders
may dispose of it. Your committee cannot
perceive how government can create mo-
ney. The fact that they are exceedingly
prone to create debts is evidence that they
cannot create money. In one of the states
of this Union, the people dug the goldfrom
the earth, private mints coined it into
eagles, half and quarter eagles, and it cir-
culated as money and was money, long be-
fore a government was established. In
truth, government merely coins the gold
into convenient pieces, for which service
the owner pays, and government 1o more
creates the money than it does the barrel
of flour upon which its inspector puts his
brand, declaring its quality.

Your committee are satisfied that a rate
of interest should be fixed by statute to
apply to all cases when no special contract
is made; when that is done, government
has discharged its whole duty. When it
goes farther and denies to the citizen the
right to lend or borrow money upon such
terms as suits him, it in effect declares him
incompetent to manage his own business
or protect his own interests, and robs him
of'a natural right.

It is further alleged that the repeal of
usury laws hag been oppressive to borrow-
ers where it has heen tested. This alle-
gation, we conceive, is scarcely sustained
by the facts. Tl

The banks of England and Amsterdam
are subject to no restrictions whatever, and
nowhere in the world is the rate of interest
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ower.  In over twenty of the states of this
union, the usury laws-are so lenient as
merely to forfeit the interest upon usurious
transactions, which operates practically as
an entire repeal without giving dissatisfac-
tion to the people, or retarding the prosper-
ity of the state. Your 'committee on the
contrary believe that a repeal of the usury
laws would operate'in favor of the borrow-
er by retaining in the state a/large amount

_of ‘capital which now passes into other

s'tategt where the rate of interest is higher,
thus increasing the capital and ‘of ' conse-
quence the competition among lenders and
ultimate reduction of the rate of interest.—
But admittting for the moment, that the re-
peal of the law will raise the rate of inter-
sty -and thus hear hard upon the' borrow-
org. "Is it unjust? Has not the capitalist
the same right to determine’ what he will
take for'the use of his ‘money, as for: the
use of his house, and might not ‘the tenant
with equal propriety ask the legislature to
protect” him ‘against exorbitant rents; in
fact to renew all the old sumptuary laws
of Queen Elizabeth’s time, fixing the price
not of money alone, but of shoes, hats and
everything else. If thé doctrine cannot bé
be carried out without violating all out che-
rished principles of free government, it
proves its unsoundness.

There is still another reason of much
force why the usury laws should be modi-
fied. * The moral sentiment of the people
does not approve and sustain them. So
utterly are they disregarded, that in New
York city where the law is peculiarly strin-
gent, punishing its violator by fine and im-
prisonment, the' price of money is daily
advertised in the newspapers often 6 or 8
Eer cent. above the legal rate, and no man

as yet been punished for usury; on the
contrary any person who should plead usu-
ry on a special contract, would be forever
disgraced. :

Your committee concur cordially in the
recommendation of a uniform rate of inter-
est throughout the state. The same causes
that induced the people living near New
York, to demand an increase of the rate,
operate on the districts adjoining them, and
we are quite unable to find a line between
the Hudson and the Deleware where seven
per cent. should cease, and six per cent. be-
gin to be the legal rate of interest.

THE NORMAL SCHOOL. .

By permission, Hon. R.S. Field, presi-
dent of the board of trustees of the State
Normal School, read thefirst annual report.
The report recites the proceedings of the
board in their organization and in the selec-
tion of a site, &ec. A tribute of high re-
spect is paid to the gentlemen of Beverly,
Orange, New Brunswick, &c. for the liberal

‘offers and interest in the location of ' the

school. The regulations of the school as to
modes of teaching, admission of pupils, are
clearly stated. The reasons why the nor-
mal school was located at Trenton :—it was
a State institution; it was central, it would
be under the eye of the legislature. The
selection of officers is also alluded to, and
it is stated that all have answered the high-
ost expectations.  The details of the ar-
rangenment for the buildings in Trenton are
mentioned.  The building, when completed, -
will be one of the best normal schools in the
United States, and in its architectural beau-
ty, an honor to the State. The school com-
menced with fifteen pupils, which ‘has in-
creased to forty-three. "The board’ of in-
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struction are represented as a highly effi-
cient corps, and the mode of instruction 18
said to be the best that can be devised.
The trustees conclude by saying that al-
though they received no compensation, they
would be satisfied if their labors resulted in
giving to the State a band of well disci-
- plined teachers. '

THE AIR LINE BILL.

Mur. Parry, according to’ previous notice,
arose to introduce the Air-line railroad bill.
In doing so he thought it proper to preface
its introduction with a few remarks. The
loss of ‘railroad communication to South

. Jersey had been steadily increasing and its

importance to all the interests of the state
was felt more and more every year. The
cost of transportation by railroad was only

one tenth the cost by beasts of burthen.—|

‘While the system ofinternal improvements
have blessed almost every portion of the
country and of the state; the people of
South Jersey were still left with the same
means of transportation they -had before
railroads were introduced into the country.
The advantages of railroads to the people
were immense. Land in proximity to the
Camden and Amboy railroad had increased
from $50 per acre to double, and in some
cases treble that amount. Lands’ along
the Camden and Atlantic railroad had. also
greatly enhanced in price. Immense tracts
of sterile land had been subdued and sold to
thousands of people, who, before: the rail-
road, would not locate upon it at any price.
‘Workmen had been puttinglandin a state of
cultivation where seed had never before
been scattered. Mr. Parry then traced the
history of legislation which had heretofore
defeated the Air-Line Bill. It had been
contended that the chartering of the West
Jersey Railroad and the Camden and Pem-
berton railroad, and the Camden and Atlan-
tic Railroad, would answer all the wants of
the people. Perhaps, if the projects and
promises had all been. carried out, there
would be little necessity to pass the Air-
Line. Every facility has been afforded by
legislation to enable the friends of these dif-
ferent railroads to succeed, together with
the endorsements of the Camden and Am-

~ boy Railroad Company. These endorse-

ments were afterwards changed by the Le-
gislature to a ‘* guarantee.” An agent was
dispatched to England to borrow on this
« guarantee’’ $900,000. The persons in-
terested in these roads were then in high
hopes that they would be all completed.—
But they were doomed to disappointment.
The agent returned, and said he was una-
ble to borrow in consequence of the unset-
tled state of the money market, brought on
by the war in the East. Now, if the abili-
ties of the joint companies to aid these rail-
roads, depended on the war, and the diplo-
macy of St. Petersburg, we may look in
vain for -railroad communications. The
people interested in these roads in view of
these disappointments, and in view of the
failure of the joint companies to meet their
engagements,preferred an independentroad,
many of whom having withdrawn their sub-
scriptions. The country through which the

Air-Line road proposes to pass is tapable:

of supporting an immense population: In-
stead of leaving the state for the western
country, thousands would flock to our state
and seek our soil and genial institutions.—
For these reasons he now introduced the bill
to incorporate the South Jersey and Air-
Line Railroad company.

Mz. Kille rose to correct the statement
of the gentleman in regard to the return of
the agent sent to Europe. Mr. Kille said
he would not say at the time how he stood
respecting the railroad controversy.

On motion of Mr. Dutcher, one thousand
copiés of the governor’s message, with ac-
companying documents be printed for the
use of the House.

Could
not the naval board have waited awhile and
suffered ¢ old iron sides’ to die in his har-
ness ? Many of his companions have al-
ready passed away, and he will not at best
remain long behind. Mr. Allen here read
an extract from Com. Stewart’'s memorial,
lately published, detailing the part he has
borne in the naval conflicts of the age.—

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The inspectors, in the summary of their

) | report, say that the financial condition of

the prison is improving, the demand for its
products is better than for some time past
—a loan of $3,000 was found necessary to
mebet its pressing liabilities, since then the
current expenses, excepting the salaries of
officers, have been met. An appropriation
is recommended to pay off said loan. (The
inspectors say, that although it has been
the practice to pay into the treasury cer-
tain sums, the prison has always cost more
than it produced, including the salaries of
officers.

They say that they are of opinion that
the violation of law is largely on increase
in the state, and the prison full to over-
flowing, consequently they are unable to
carry out the requirements of law respect-
ing solitary confinement, and being fre-
quently obliged to place two convicts in -
one cell, they are enabled by association
to form plans whereby they become greater
adepts in crime, and In many cases leave
the prison worse rogues than when they en-
tered it.

- A hospital is desirable and another plan
for keeping the female convicts.

For the" greater security of desperate
characters, it is important that a number of
cells should be provided for that deserip-
tion of convicts; in consequence of this
necessity the inspectors have prepared
three cells, which they feel confident will
defeat all attempts at escape.

The mnecessity of an appropriation for
the erection of another wing is wrgently
presented; an alteration in the waste pipes

118 also recommended.

The whistle is to be sounded when
within 400 yards of every crossing. Any
person attempting to cross a railroad with
a horse, or horses, or cattle, when the
trains are within 400 yards, is made liable
to indictment, fine, &c.  All railroad com-
panies are required to furnish their conduc-
tors with schedules of the running time,
stating also what trains have the preference
of the road, and how long it is continued.
They are also required to have the railroad
track fenced in. The amount recoverable
for loss of life is limited to $5600.

He was surprised to find democrats
ready to vote for it. In regard to the wants
of the people of Hackettstown, referred to
by the gentleman, (Mr. White,) they could
be very easily accommodated by getting
state stocks and organizing a banking in-
stitution under the General Law.

‘Whatever might
have been his views if he had been called
upon to vote for the original bill, he was
clear that this omission ought to be correc-
ted, and he should vote for it. ;

My. Kille said he was a democrat and op-
posed to banks, but he did not regard this
application in the light of granting & new
It was a manifest exror which in
all fairness ought to be corrected.
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My, Lafetra said the committee on banks
was fully satisfied that this was an error,
and out of courtosy to the friends of the
bill he had reported it to the House. Of
course he should vote against if. He ex-

ected the friends of special banks to vote
or it.

Mr. Jenking said that allusion had been
made to the action of the late House on this
bill; now he regarded this House as a very
different type from that of lastyear. Those
members who sustained the general bank-
ing law last year against the special charters
are generally returned to this House, and

" those who had violated the trust reposed in
them by the people had gone into oblivion.
What is this bill? Simply to give the power
to. a special corporation to issue $75,000 of
paper, to circulate asa currency, without se-
curity to the bill-holder. Now he was-a
general bank law man and he would sooner
20 home with his ears cut off than vote for
aspecial charter. He was not one of the dem-
ocratic party but he was in favor of gener-
al laws. The democratic party had beat
their opponents fairly by advocating gene-
ral laws, and prominent among them was
the general banking law. The people of
the state had manifested their disapproba-
tion of special laws by turning out the party
with which he had acted, and placing the
democrats in power who had taken ground
against them. e held that the principle
involved in the bill was the same as a new
char_ter. Courtesy was out of the question;
a principle of some importance is involved.
He lived in a city where there were as good

. special banks as in any place in the state,
yet he could point within the sound of a
bell to the evidences of poverty as the con-
sequence of exploded banks.

He would shut down upon all
attempts at veconsideration where the vote
is close. It would be the safer and better
course.

My. Muchmore rose to ask the gentleman
from Burlington whether he believed there
were members in the House who could be
bought ?

Mr. Collom replied :—I know nothing
about that; but I know enough of poor hu-
man nature to know that it is better not to
be led into temptation!

BANKS.

At this point, Mr. Lafetra asked for the
suspension of the rules to enable the com-
mittee on banks to report. The rules were
suspended and Mr. Lafetra reported against
all the applications for charters or increase
of capital. The following is the

REPORT. .

The undersigned, a majority of the com-
mittee on banks, to whom was referred
Senate and Assembly bills No. 26, 43, 18,
57, and severally entitled ‘“an act to in-
corporate the Phillipshurg Bank, the Mt.
Holly Bank, the Domestic Bank at Pater-
son, and an act to authorize the Mechanics’
and Manufacturers’ Bank at Trenton to
increase their capital stock,”” beg leave to
say that they have received the careful and
candid consideration of the undersigned,
who can only reiterate the sentiments and
opinions heretofore expressed, that the con-
tinued disposition to deviate from what was
deemed by a large majority of the citizens
of the state, a settled policy of hanking,
will, by the extension of the principles,
conflict directly with the provisions of the
act, entitled ¢ an act to authorize the bus-
iness of Banking’’—therefore the under-
signed would thus early and briefly take
oceasion to say, and with all due deference
to the opinions of those who are now apply-
ing for special privileges, that they can
never abandon the position that all wssuers
of bank notes should give full security for
their . ultimate redemption, believing it the
imperative duty of all individuals or com-
panies, asking for banking privileges pre-
viously to their obtaining them, to lodge in
the hands of the state an assignment of
stocl,, mortgages, landed or other fixed
property, equivalent to the amount of the
notes issued to them, to be held in security
for their payment. The recent deviation
from this policy at the last session of the
legislature was in the judgment of your
committee a palpable inconsistency of le-
gislation, and in divect violation of princi-
ple. As servants of the wholepeople, whose
paramount duty it should be to legislate
for the equal benefit of all—conceiving it
invidious and unfair to permit one sef of
banks to issue their evidences of debt to

pass as currency without restraint, by
which they may, to a- great extgnt, by
their own will, control the industrial ope-
rations of the whole community. They are
of the opinion that the granting of special
privileges by this legislature. in the form
now asked for, cannot be viewed. in any
other light than as an act of injustice to
those persons who have associated them-
selves under the general law, and a sacri-
fice of principle on the part of those whose
duty it should be to maintain, inviolate the
prineciples heretofore proclaimed by the
dominant party of this legislature, in rela-
tion to the system of security banking.—
And further, yourcommittee do not hesitate
to recommend, and they think that even
handed legislation demands, the immediate
and unconditional repeal of all acts or parts
of acts, passed at the last session of the leg-
islature, as in conflict with the provisions of
the act entitled *“an act to authorize the
business of banking.”

Believing there is but one means of ma-
king sure of the solvency of the issueg, and
of providing for their being paid, when pre-
sented, and that is, by compelling all is-
suers of such notes, to give security for
their payment. This, and this only, will
prevent the circulation of spurious paper,
and afford a sufficient guarantee, that the
notes the public are obliged to take, ave
really, and in fact what they profess to be.
The measure, too, is one that may he easi-
ly enforced, and the undersigned would
call the attention of the Legislature, and
the country, to the fact that this system of
free banking is ““no untried experiment,”
that by the safe and judicious application
of some forty millions of dollars of capital,
and upwards, in the great State of New
York, where it has been found to operate
to the very decided advantage of all class-
es of the community ; save those adventu-

. rers, who, without capital and without cred-

it, managed to get themselves indebted to
the public, by fair appearances, promises
and similar devices, insinuated themselves
into the public confidence ; but who, when
their positions and impositions were detect-
ed, have been found to be no worse off than
when they started, and the general pre-
sumption is that they are a great deal bet-
ter off; having taken care to provide, at
the cost of the credulous and deceived pub-
lic, a reserve stock for their future main-
tainance and operations. To facts like
these, your ‘attention is" called, as an en-
couraging example to our own State, to
persevere in maintaining,—amnd if need, to
reforming our own system by an inflexible
and unwavering adherence to the system of
free banking, which'it had been supposed
was to remain the fixed and settled policy
of the State, and which in the opinion
of the wundersigned was in the main
correct, if fairly and honestly * carried out.

It cannot therefore be too strongly urged

upon the Leglslsture, the necessity. of a
strict adherence to general, over special
laws—to abstain from that veering, vacilla-
ting policy, which has too much of late,
characterized and contradistinguished New
Jersey from her sister States upon like im-
portant subjects. For now after the lapse of
years, past amid the strife of political con-
tests, is it not a fact worthy ofnoge, that the
state of N. York, notwithstanding the fre-
quent political changes in . the ~adminiss
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tration of her State government, since Fhe
passage of the free banking act in 1838,
yet neither political party in the State
have dared to pass, or even to advoate the
passage of a special bank charter. In
conclusion, then, your attention is called to
the well known position heretofore occupi-
by the undersigned upon this important
subject: they therefore submit to the House
the bills, severally entitled ¢ An act to in-
coiporate the Phillipshurg Bank ; the
Mount Holly Bank ; the Domestic Bank
of Paterson, and the act to authorize
the Mechanics and Manufacturers’ Bank
at Trenton, to increase their capital stock.
Thus precluding the charge of arrogating
to themselves the right, to stifle in com-
mittee what they at present deem the prop-
erty of the House. For these and other
reasons, your committee report the same to
the House, unamended, trusting that they
will receive that disapproval and condem-
nation, which their nature and character in
the opinion of the undersigned so justly
nerit.

Speer moved so to amend as to make the
company, in any Case, responsible.
advocated his amendment in some remarks,
insisting that there were occasions when it
was necessary for passengers to be on the
platform, and it was not right that com-
panies should be exempted from responsibi-
lity. This question has been before the
courts, and railroad companies haye in-
sisted that the passenger had no business to
put his head or arms out of the window, or
to stand on the platform, contrary to their
regulations—but the ruling of the courts
has been that railroad companies were
bound so to construct their roads that there
would be no danger to passengers in look-
. ing from the cars—that is, to build them
sufficient free and far removed from all ob-
structions as that no peril would attach to
to the mere act of putting a hand or arm
from the window.

Mr. Allen opposed Mr. Speer’s amend-
ment, and after further - debate, it was
agreed to—10 to 7.

Mr. Allen ‘then moved that the further
consideration of the Dill be postponed.

‘The bill to incorporate the South Jersey
Central and Air Line Railroad was taken
up, and while the bill was under considera-
tion, the House, on motion of Mr. Parry,
adjourned.

AETERNOON SESSION.

The House resumed the consideration of
the bill to incorporate the South Jersey
Central and Air Line Railroad Company.

Mr. Parry advocated the bill in a speeeh
of some length, producing a large ‘amount
of statistical information in favor of railroad
facilities for the transportation of merchan-
dise, and to the increased value given to
land wherever they are encouraged.

MR. PARRY’S SPEECH.

Mr. SPpeAKBR :—The applicants for this Bill
are desirous of constructing a Railroad from
a point on the Raritan Bay at least six miles
easterly of Amboy on a direct line through the
Central and Southern portion of our State, ter-
minating on the Delaware at least thirty miles
below Camden.

Of ‘all modern improvements there is none
more potent in the cause of civilisation, and
for promoting the welfare and happiness of
enlightened communities, than the increased
facilities for travel and transportation afforded
by.the introduction of Railroads and Steam
power, that people may freely exchange com-
modities with each other and mingle together.
Free circulation is an attribute of nature. The
dew drops'from the mountaing uniting their

strength, roll on from hill to valley, forming

rivulets and streams, and then majestic rivers,

carrying in their course to the mighty ocean, |

the commerce of nations, and after perform-
ing their part are again throngh theimpercep-
tible though no less certain process of nature,
carried up to purify the atmosphere and in-
vigorate animal and vegetable life.

The harmony of the physical world depends
on the free passage of the elements of life
(air, water and light,) the health of all anima-
ted beings, on the uninterrupted flow of blood
through every part of the system. The pros-
perity of a nation, no less depends on. its
means of. conveyance into, out of and through
every part of its territory, and the whole State
must suffer by denying this natural right to any
portion of its citizens.

It is wisdom in a Government where rail-
roads cannot be had without, to aid in con-
structing them ; the United States have made
liberal appropriations to encourage the build-
ing of them, and it has been found that one
half the territory might thus be well disposed
of, as alternate sections along a railroad would
bring more money than the whole would with-
out such a communication through it.

The City of Philadelphia has liberally aided
in the construction of Railroads centering
there, and thereby secured a trade which other-
wise could not have been obtained.

The Legislature of Missouri have recently
passed an Act loaning the credit of the State
to the amount of Eight millions Dollars to aid
in the construction of Railroads. The Gov-
ernor of Georgia in a late message speaks
highly of the policy they had pursued in giving
liberal encouragement to the construction of
Railroads, which had caused the completion of
several important lines from which they are
now deriving large revenues, and their wealth
and prosperity is advancing, with the increased
facilities for transacting business, in a- degree
that could not have been reached for many
years to come by private subscriptions without
public aid.

The following account from the Athens (Ten-
nessee) Post, shows what railways do for far-
mers. ‘“The farmers of three counties, Bradly,
MecMinn, and Monroe, derive a clear profit this
yeoar alone, on the single article of wheat, of
more than $200,000, from the railway. Their
400,000 bushels of wheat brings $200,000 more
than it would have realised if there had been
no railroad to take it off. The price of wheat
continues at one dollar per bushel.  One hun-
dred and nineteen wagons unloaded at the
depot here on Thursday the 6th September.—
This county will export of the late yield of the
harvest, one hundred and ‘sixty thousand
bushels, other counties along the line of the
railroad will do as well. The three counties
above named, from information now in our pos-
session, will sell for export over 400,000 bush-
els at an average of one dollar per bushel.

¢Here then is the snug sum of four hundred
thousand dollars diffused among the people of
these counties for the single article of wheat
alone, the product of a single harvest. Before
the road was built these same counties did not
export more than twenty-five thousand bushels,
and that was sold at an average of. fifty cents
per bushel. In the meanwhile lands have
quadrupled in value, and the owners have ac-
tually become rich by enhancement, almost
without an effort of their own.” )

The State of New Jersey is much better
adapted to raising wheat than Tennessee, and
much of the land to be accommodated by this
Air Line Railroad is far above the average of
the whole State. ' According to the census of
1850, the average yield of wheat in Tennessee
was seven bushels per acre, andin New Jersey
it was eleven, being 67 per cent. more, yet
the premium crop of Cumberland county, where
this Railroad is to go, was last year forty-four

lbushels per acre, being four times as great as
the average of the whole State.

The following article from the Houston
Telegraph, will serve to refresh our memories
as to how goods are transported without rail-
roads. It says:

“Not less than 4000 bales of cotton have ar-
rived in this city in the last two weeks, on ox
wagons, giving employment to 4,690 yoke of
oxen, and 670 wagons and drivers. Besides
the above, there have been at least 200 arri-
vals of wagons freighted with other produce.

““But let us calculate the amount of capital
and industry employed in hauling cotton alone.
Last year with a short crop the recipts at tois
point were 38,000 bales. The loads range
from three to ten bales according to the roads,
but say an average of six bales, which is pro-
bably over the mark, there were 6,333 trips
required for last year’s business. Many
wagons make four and some six trips per an-
num and many others but one, two or three.—
At an average of four trips there were 1,583
wagons giving employment to an army of team-
sters, twice the number of men engaged in
whipping the Mexicans at San Jacinto.

¢“Tach of these wagons requires an average of
seven yoke of cattle, which with regular team-
sters are changed for fresh cattle several
times a year.  Wagoners tell us it requires a
reserve team, as they are almost exclusively
fed by grazing along the road. " At that rate
it required 25,000 yoke of oxen for the year’s
business. Oxen are worth an average of $50
a yoke, and wagons complete $150 each,

The capital thus engaged is as follows :
25,000 yoke of oxen a $50, $1,250,000
1,683 wagons a 150, 237,450

Total, $1,487,450

“The cotton transport of last year was fully
forty per cent less than the whole transport
engaged in the trade; there was a large amount
of corn, sugar and molasses, hides, wool, &c.,
brought to this market. There must be up-
wards of two millions of capital engaged in
transportation to and from this city alone,
two-thirds of which would be useless if we had
about 200 miles of Railroads. iy

“We hope the day is near athand when Rail-
roads will be the peculiar .institutions of this
city and of this state, when the ox shall give
way to the iron horse which travels with twen-
ty times the speed of the ox and a thousand
times his burthen.”

1 have been thus particular in giving a des-
cription of the mode of getting along without
railroads, for those who «re well supplied with
them cannot feel the deprivation or necessity,
of them, like others who, witnessing their great
benefits abroad, are still not permitted to en-
joy them at home, and one of three things is
the certain fate of South Jerseymen.  They
either must have railroads or depend on the
strength of animals to transport their crops, or
leave their fertile land uncultivated, as many
have done, and go to the West, where railroad
enterprise meets with encouragement. . Can
any member of this body entertain a doubt
which would best promote the general interest
of the state ?

So well impressed with the importance of
Railroads are the people of Texas, that their
Legislature passed a law Jan. 80th, 1854, offer-
ing to any railroad company that would build
a section of twenty-five miles or more of rail-
road within the limits of Texas, a bonus of
sixteen 'sections (10,240 acres) of land for
every mile of road constructed and put in, run-
ning order. =~ The Texans and South Jersey-
men have cause to hold railroads in high
estimation, the value of which, like that of
water, air and other indispensable agents, is
more deeply felt when not fully enjoyed.

It has been stated on good authority that
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‘‘money judiciously expended in building rail-
roads well located, would enhauce the value
of other property connected therewith, ten
times the amount,’”” which may be set down as
& maxim sustained by experience, for taking
the railroads of a whole State, good, bad and
indifferent, they give mnearly that result. It
has been calculated that the people of Illinois
have expended fifty millions of dollars in
building three thousand miles of railroad, and
enhanced the value of their property three
hundred millions, and that the people of Ohio
in building their network of railroads embra-
cing over four thousand miles in length, ex-
pended sixty millions and enhanced the value
of their property four hundred millions thereby.

In New York, up to January 14th, 1853, by
the report of the Commissioners of that date,
the people had expended one hundred millions
of dollars in building railroads, which has
mainly contributed to give that state the su-
periority over others, for what would New York
be without railroads.

It is interesting to observe the rapidity with
which a country becomes settled and improved
where the best constructed highways are pro-
vided for the people. By a comparison of the
counties in the western States it appears that
those which are well supplied with railroads
far surpass in wealth and population all others
not enjoying them.

In West Jersey, where the people, so far
from ‘‘exercising the largest liberty,” are not
allowed to build railroads, they are entitled to
some credit for energy and perseverance in
making a proper use of the means within their
reach. They have given much attention to im-
proving common roads, and have built gravel
turnpikes enough to reach several times across
the State, removing the hills and raising the
low grounds, so as to preserve a gently undu-
lating surface, which has done more to ad-
vance the prosperity of that section, than any
other improvements ever made.

The price of farms rapidly advanced, some
fifty and some a hundred per ceut., according
a8 they were near or more remotely situated
with regard to the improved roads. Tenants
would freely give a yearly advance on the same
farms they occupied before the improvement,
and still made a profit by what they saved on
the transportation of produce to market, one
horse conveying it with more ease and in less
time than two formerly. The roads were soon
thronged with travelers arriving to and fro,
who previously had entertained but a poor
opinion of our State. The hotels and board-
ing houses in the villages along the line of said
roads, were soon filled by the numerous appli-
cants, so that new buildings were required for
their acermmodation, giving additionalemploy-
ment to mechanies, and o new stimulus to bus-
iness of all kinds.

Many farmers, whoselocations were former-
ly too remote from market to make the cultiva-
tion of fruits and early vegetables an object,
have since the construction of turnpike roads
in their vicinity, engaged largelyin the produc-
tion of those perishable articles, which now
form an important branch of their business.

This is but a miniature of the benefits to flow
from this railroad ; what turnpikes have done
for a few townships, railroads would do for
counties and the whole state. There is proba-
bly no section of the country anywhere, better
adapted to the cultivation of peaches and other
fruits, than the southern and central part of
our state, which will be opened by this railroad.

Peach trees, which wear a yellow, sickly ap-
pearance, only lasting five or six years, in ‘old
settled districts, where the land is highly stim-
ulated with manure, there maintain' a dark
green foliage for fifteen or twenty years, and
during the fruiting season may be seen laden
with luscious fruit, bending their slender
branches nearly or quite to the ground.

When this railroad is constructed, thousands
of acres will be covered with peach orchards,
yielding annually at a moderate estimate, ten
times the amount at which the land can now be
purchased.

A degree of latitude is about equal to a
week’s growth of fruit and vegetation. By
means of this railroad the crops in the southern
part-of our State may be carried to New York
several weeks before similar articles ripen in
that State.

Thus it is that railroads equalise the vege-
tation of a country, and latitudes are broken
down before the tremendoug power of steam.

The Camden and Atlantic railroad is located
through the central portion of Atlantic county,
which containg 815,000 acres of land; according
to the census of 1850 there were but 15,006
acres improved, leaving unimproved for the
want of railroads 800,000 acres, or twenty
acres of land lying dormant for every one
that was cultivated. The inhabitants there
had suffered so long for the want of railroad
facilities, that many worthy citizens being un-
able to hold on to their inheritance, disposed of
it to their wealthier neighbors, and left the
State in search of homes in the west and south :
land was rapidly passing from thé many to the
few, industry and enterprise were languishing
and the population decreasing, as shown by
the census of last year, which gives the popu-
lation of the whole county as being 852 less
than it was in 1850.

The most fortunate circumstance that ever
happened to that county was the construction
of the Camden and Atlantic Railroad, which
has arrested that ruinous system and reversed
the whole current that was accumulating land
into large tracts of from 50,000 to 100,000
acres at a nominal price.

These large tracts are now being again di-
vided into farms of from 20 to 100 acres each,
and offered to purchasers at $20 per acre,
which is not yet one half of its real value.—
Land that will yield an average crop of 20
bushels of wheat, 50 bushels of corn, and 100
bushels of potatoes with ordinary treatment,
can there be had at $20 per acre. The com-
pany to whom we granted a charter last win-
ter, has sold out their 23,000 acres in small
parcels. Another tract which was surveyed
during last summer, containing 40,000 acres,
will soon be occupied by thoseindustrious peo-
ple who add wealth and prosperity to any sec-
tion they adopt. The arrangement is so com-
plete that beforeleaving theirhomes on the other
side the water, their lands here ave selected
and paid for by agents and friends towhom they
had transmitted the money in advance.

The great benefits to flow from the act pas-
sed near the close of last sessiun, “‘to encour-
age the agricultural developements of this
state and enable persons of moderate means to
become landholders,” are now about to com-
mence. A company has been formed and gone
into operation under its liberal provisious, and
secured by several purchases 60,000 acres of
excellent land, abounding in the elements of
wealth, wood, water, loam, clay, marl, stone,
mineralg, &c., they are now ready to furnish
homes on advantageous terms to those who
make an early application. These are some of
the advantages which Atlantic county derives
from that railroad.

The county of Salem has an area of 205,000
acres, and according to the census of 1850, but
little more than 105,000 acres are improved,
leaving 100,000 acres unimproved ; yet such is
the industry and perseverance of the people,
that without the advantages of any railroad,
the crops of last year are estimated to’ be one
million bushels of corn, and to have averaged
fifty bushels per acre, and 200,000 bushels of
wheat, and other articles, a large advance on
the crops of 1850, which were as follows:- oats,
227,000 bushels, potatoes, 248,000 bushels,

Buckwheat, 25,000 bushels, orchard products,
$37,000 worth.

The county of Cumberland comes next to
Salem ; it has an area of 335,450 acres, and
according to the census of 1850, only 48,460
acres were improved, leaving 287,000 acres un-
improved, for the want of railroads; yet. her
premium crops last year were such as would
compare favorably with any county in the
State—among which we find the following, viz :
Best field of white wheat, average produce per
acre, 44 bushels; best six acres of sweet po-
tatoes, amount of produce, $770.50.

If the natural advantages of these two coun-

ties are such as to enable them to make such
an exhibit of productive wealth and industry,
with only 154,000 acres under cultivation and
without railroads, what may we expect when
this Air Line Railroad is built to bring into
cultivafion the remaining 387,000 acres now
lying dormant, and give to the whole counties
a direct railroad conveyance to the best market
in the union.
- The county of Cape May, although not on
the line of this road, will be greatly benefitted
by its construction, for her people by with-
drawing their dependence from the Joint Com-
panies and placing it on their own exertions,
have adopted the most feasible plan of getting
railroad accommodations ; and they will soon
have a branch to the Camden and Atlantic
railroad, which in . connexion with this road
will give them a direct communication with
and a choice between either of the markets of
Pennsylvania or New York, which will be of in-
calculable benefit to that fertile county, which
has 161,600 acres of territory and only
14,310 acres of improved land, being less
than one eleventh part of the whole. The
counties of Burlington and Ocean have an area
of 885,000 acres, yet such is the deficiency
of railroads, that the interior of those counties
cannot be brought into successful cultivation,
the amount under cultivation being only 160,-
000 acres or less than one fifth of the whole,
leaving 725,000 acres of land lying dormant
for the want of railroad facilities.

A member of this house from the county of
Burlington owns 50,000 acres of fertile land,
well adapted to agricultural purposes, and
when the Air Line Road i built it can be di-
vided into 500 farms of 100 acres each, to
make glad the hearts of 500 families; fathers,
mothers and children nicely provided with
homes, which from its location cannot be done
without railroads.

Another tract which I was assisting at sur-
veying : when this Legislature convened, has
since then been completed and found to con-
tain 64,000 acres. There are many other tracts
that might be named, such as Speedwell, Mar-
tha, Manchester, &oc., containing from 10,000
to 50,000 acres each.

The four counties of Salem, Cumberland, Bur-
lington and Ocean contain an area of 1,425,000
acres of land, of which only 314,000 or less
than one fourth part thereof is cultivated.—
When we are permitted to build railroads on
our land to earry our crops to market, the
amount of land cultivated, the population and
wealth of our counties will be doubled and the
revenues of the state proportionately increased.

This road will be about one hundred miles in
length, and will add from twenty to fifty dol-
lars per acre, to the value of the land along the
route, extending its influence for many miles .
on each side, but if we reckon the land within
ten miles of the road at an advance of ten
dollars per acre it gives twelve millions eight
hundred thousand dollars additional wealth to
the counties thiough which it runs, without any
cost to the State, but yielding a revenue in
proportion to the business done on the road.

No donation is asked for, nothing but per-
mission to make a great State improvement,
to benefit all who use it and injure no one,
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Therenever can be a more favorable time for lo-
cating a road through this section of the State;
the land is now held in large tracts by men who
are anxious for the road, and will furnish the
right of way on reasonable terms, that theirlands
may be divided into farms of convenient size
and shape, the lines of which can be laid at
right angles to, and parallel with the railread,
the buildings all in front and wood}and back ;
fields all square, with a lane or drive-way ex-
tending through the centre to the far end of
the farms, dividing the pasture grounds on the
one side, from the grain and cultivated crops
on the other. Five thousand farms, of one
hundred acres each, may thus be brought into
use, and greatly increase the products of the
state. Such an Air Line Avenue through such
‘an agricultural district—so free from mount-
ains or difficult streams, having so small a por-
tion of broken land unfit for cultivation, will
challenge competition anywhere. Theaverage
yield of crops in New Jersey will compare
favorably with any statein the Union, and from
the census report of 1850, the southern coun-
ties give a greater yield per acre than those in
the northern part of the state.

The charter and supplements of the Camden
and Amboy Company, which have heretofore
been considered in the way of other railroad
improvements, do not contemplate preventing
a railroad through this section of our state,
but ronly to prohibit all competition in the
business for which said charter was granted.—
The original charter, granted in 1830, defines
their powers to be all that are necessary to
complete an expeditious line of cgmmunication
for the transportation of freight and passen-
gers between the cities of New York and Phila-
delphia, and to prevent the construction of any
other railroad to commence and terminate
within three miles of the commencement and
termination of their road ; thus securing a belt
of six miles in width, between these two great
cities, which was a valuable grant without any
protection. But the supplement of 1832 goes
still further, and declares it to be unlawful to
construct any other railroad to compete with
them in business. Now, what is their busi-
ness ? It is a principle well established in law
that the powers of corporations shall be strictly
construed to mean just what is expressed in
their charters, and not be interpreted to em-
brace other matter by implication.

Their business, as defined in their charter

and supplements, is confined to the transporta-
lon of freight and passengers between New
York and Philadelphia; without any reference
to South Jersey. An attempt was made to in-
clude this portion of our state in the preamble
to the extension act passed in 1854, which read
as follows :  “Whereas, the said Joint Compa-
nies are possessed of certain exclusive privi-
leges, §vhich prevent the construction, except
by their consent, of any competing railroads
in this state between the Raritan River and
Bay and the Delaware River and Bay; and
whereas to increase the rapidity and safety of
travel upon the railroads of the said compa-
nies, the same should be made as straight as,
practicable, and should be provided with o dou-
ble track.” 'Thus assuming a control over this
great peninsula, between the Raritan and Del-
aware bays, embracing three millions of acres
and, about thres-fifths of the whole state of
New Jersey, and-holding out as an inducement,
if we would consent to it, that they would lay
a double track, But it was not sanctioned.
. Although that bill passed through the Senate
in hot haste, it did not succeed in this house,
the members of which, being fresh from the
people, could not with impunity so much disre-
gard the public will.

We could not consent, at the same time we
‘were extending their charter twenty years in

‘length, to. expand it over a hundred miles in
width, but had the preamble so modified as

simply to re-assert the exclusive privileges,
previously granted against competition in the
transportation of freight and passengers be-
tween New York and Philadelphia.

Another attempt was made to obstruct the
building of railroads in this section, by a
clause in the bill as follows, viz: ¢Sec. 1. Be
it enacted, that it shall not be lawful before
the first day of January, 1869, to construct
any other railroad or railroads in this state,
without the consent of the said Joint Compa-
nies, which shall directly or indirectly be intend-
ed or used for the transportation of passengers
or merchandise between the cities of New York
and Philadelphia, or to compete in business
between the said cities with the railroads of the
said Joint Companies.”

Had that clause been retained in the exten-
sion bill, it might be consgtrued against this
act, for the subject was then discussed whether
it would not operate against southern travel,
which might go by way of Philadelphia and
over the railroads of the Joint Companies, if
there were no other route through our state.

But when the question was finally put,
“¢Shall the words *directly or indirectly be in-
tended’ be stricken out,” it was carried by the
decisive vote of 56 to 8; showing that the Le-
gislature of 1854, although willing to grant to
the Joint Companies every facility and as much
time as necessary to do all the good possible
in straightening their curves and laying double
tracks, it was not willing to depri¥e other citi-
zeng of the liberty of improving other parts of
the state, but left South Jersey untrammeled,
to be provided for by future Legislatures.

There is no legal difficulty in the way of pas-
sing this bill, but this Legislature may pass it
as freely as any bill before us, without impair-
ing the obligation of any contract ever made
by the state. ¢

The Joint Companies well knew there was
no agreement or contract to prevent the construc-
tion of railroads in this part of the state, or
they would not have tried to get such a clause
incorporated into the Extension Bill.  They
fully admitted the absence of any such a pro-
vision intheir charter and supplements by mak-
ing the effort they did to get one in 1854. But
they did not succeed !

Then where is the objection to this Bill?
They have admitted the necessity of railroads
in West Jersey, by offering to build them ;
they have acknowledged their inability to do
it, by calling on the state for the passage of
acts to improve their credit abroad, so as to
induce foreign capitalists to 'furnish the
means. We have waited years for them to
build roads as they promised to do, but are
now informed that their agent was unable to
borrow money in Europe, and has returned
without it.

So that the only way left for the people in
West Jersey to get. railroads is to put their
own shoulders to the work and build them,
which they are willing to do, and for that pur-
pose this charter is now respectfully asked at
our hands.

Now, fellow-members from the northern and
eastern portion of the State, have you ever
called upon the members from the southern and
western counties to aid you in getting any rail-
road improvement, but what we have cordially
responded, and done all in our power to pro-
mote the good cause, even though we were at
the time the greatest sufferers for the want of
them ?  Never! Then, can we not at this
crisis have your consent to make a great pub-
lic improvement that will directly benefit us
andﬁiudirectly the whole State ?

Mr. Barrett said that railroads had been
chartered for west Jersey, but had not been

‘built: The only way the people can get

railroads is to put their hands into: their
pockets and build them. Every effort has

been made to induce people to subscribe
and build these roads. The joint compa-
nies had been authorized to endorse the
bonds of the west Jersey road, and still the
people refused to subscribe but a small and
inconsiderable smun. And as it appeared
the people were not willing to subsecribe to
railroads, he therefore thought they ought
to go without them. He called attention to
the exclusive privileges granted to the joint
companies by the legislature, and said he
could see no just cause why the state should
violate a fair contract with the joint compa-
nies. IHe contended that a railroad divert-
ing the trade between New York and Phil-
adelphia is a competing road, He assign-
ed the reasons why these contracts should
remain inviolate. The company, at a time
when no persons were willing to advance
the mnecessary means, came forward and
built the road, with the distinet under-
standing that they should have the monop-
oly privilege. He contended that the ex-
tension act was a wise and proper measure,
that it actually extinguished the monopoly
—and yet what appeared queer to him it
was voted against by anti-monopoly men—a
thing he could never understand. He also
spoke of the plighted faith of the state and
said he would sooner think of cutting off his
right hand than violate the faith of the state
pledged to these companies.

Mr. Kille favored the passage of the hill
because it was intended to make a lateral
road through Salem county, which would
increase the value of land to millions of dol-
lars. . He had been bored by all kinds of
people but now he would say he would vote
for the bill.

Mzr. Collom, after admitting what had
been said by Mr. Parry, respecting the vast
improvements and enterprises of the state
of New.York, said the question with him
was whether he was to consult the inter-
eésts of New Jersey or New York. He had
found, in his short experience here, that
there was a tendency to overlook the inter-
ests of our own State, and for gentlémen
from New York to use us, and our legisla-
tion, as far as possible for their own ag-
grandisement. Now, he was disposed to
curb this overreaching power—this at-
tempt on the part of the city of New York
to direct and grasp every thing with her
rapacious may.

He knew there was among many people
an aversion to the Joint Companies, and he
thought he might be classed among that
number. He had watched them closely.
But when he discoyered a movement to in-
crease the already overshadowing and im-
mense power of New York, by directing
everything into h>r channels, he, for one,
was disposed to stop and reflect whether
we did not owe ourselyes an important duty
in this matter, which, for our own protec-
tion, ought not ‘to. be overlooked. Tt had
been said that New York was to the United
States what London was to England, and
Paris to France. He feared this over-
reaching power of centralization—to make
New York the United States. - We shall
hardly be able to think, much less to act,
without consulting her wishes. Now, he
was opposed to any measure which tended
to aggrandise one state to the prostration of
another. He was in favor of equal bless-
ings and privileges to all portions of the
country. 3
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Another point he would advert to was the
speculating mania in lands, which seemed to
be at the bottom of this project. Gentle-
men from New York buy large tracts of
land, as intimated by the gentleman from
Burlington, and sell it out at large ad-
vances, put the money in their pockets,
making large fortunes in a day, and then
stratting about as lords and millionaires,
leaving the poorer classes to get out of
the meshes of speculation as best they can.
Are we to construct railroads to advance
schemes like these, or to satisfy the rapa-
cious maw of overgrown cities, or enable
millionaires to walk up and down the land,
lording it over the laborers and mechanics?

Mr. C. then called attention to the act,
ander which the joint companies had re-
ceived their exclusive grants from the state.
He regarded these acts as a contract, in
which the state was a party, and for cer-
tain grants had received large considera-
tions.. Having made this contract, whether
wise ornot, whether right' or wrong in its
inception, he would not dare to violate it.
There it is—it is in the bond. and being
there it must be ©beyed. Shall it be said
that New Jersey is branded with the foul
stain of repudiation ? ~ What ever changes
might take place in the progress of future
events—iwhatever calamities might befall
us, he hoped that'the faith of New Jersey
would ever remain inviolate—that she
would stand forth among her sister states,
as the first to adhere to her plighted faith.

He read the act to show that this road
would compete with the ¢ business?” of the
Camden and Amboy railroad, and that the
state had obligated herself to protect them
up to a certain time from any competition.
It by any means the transportation of goods
and merchandise was carried on this road

.which might have been carried on the Cam-

den and Amboy road, it.was clearly an in-
terference with their ‘¢ business” and a vi-
olation of the act.
., Mx. Muchmore said the protection from
competition was only between New York
Philadelphia, and that by the arguments of
the gentlemen, this road really had no con-
nection with Philadelphia.

M. Parry said that he had endeavored to

show that the Joint Companies had never

understood that their charter prevented such
a road as the one here under consideration ;
as they had in the extension hill endeavor-
ed to have a clause inserted expressly to

prevent such a road from being chartered.

The Air Line would indirectly compete,
but it would not be competition within the
meaning of the act of 1832. The busi-

ness of the Joint Companies was clearly the-

transportation of freight and passengers
between New York and Philadelphia, and
this the Air Line does not interfere with.
Myr. Collom showed by a simple analogy
that because the companies applied for ad-

. ditional powers, they certainly did not lose

the original rights they had. He then read
the act again to show that the terms in
which ¢ompetition was limited, were not
only confined between the two points New
York and Philadelphia, but to any road
which was ‘“intended to compete with them

“in business.”

M. Plummer said he should votefor this
bill because his constituents demanded it,
and he should do so with as clear a con-

‘seience as the gentleman from Burlington,

(Mr. Collom.) There was no faith which
could be violated. He did not think that
any legislature had a right to legislate for
miilions unborn. &

Mr. Brown advocated the bill because the
people deanded it, and because the joint
companies had not fulfilled their part of the
contract. He contended for this reason
that the state was not held by the contract.
The Air Line did not begin within six miles
of the Camden and Amboy Railroad, and
ran within 80 miles at the terminus.—
He procecded to show the agricultural
resources which would be developed, and the
increase of revenue which would inuve to the
state by the improvement of land brought
into the market by it.

Mr. Barret contended that the contractwas
under the act of 1854. He referred to  the
public buildings, the increase of the school
funds, and all the improvements of the state
as coming directly from the joint compa-
nies—they were Jerseymen andtheir rights
ought to be protected. :

BRIDGING NEWARK BAY.

The supplement to the Somerville and
Faston Railroad was taken up. Mr. Chet-
wood moved to reconsider the vote by
which the first section was agreed to.
Adopted. He then moved to amendsthat
the extension shall commence within one
mile and a half of their terminus, at their
passenger dépot-at Elizabethport. He of-
feted this amendment in order to define

more positively the present terminus of the
road.

Mr. Bramhall opposed the amendment,
and it was 'lost—2 to 14. The section was
then agreed to.

The fourth section was then reconsidered.
Mr. Chetwood moved to amend that the
bridge across the bay should hawe two
pivot-draws. He offered this amendment,
not for the purpose of embarrassing the
bill, but in order to protect the rights of
the citizens of New Jersey. A reference to
the chart of the bay, shows that there are
two channels, one of which will be effectu-
ally destroyed if this bill passes in its pre-
sent shape. By the adoption of the pro-
posed amendment, draws will be secured
over both channels, and navigation will not
be so seriously interrupted as it will be
without. ‘He contended that the legislature
had no right to interpose any obstacle to
the navigation of those waters, and that, in-
deed, to do so, would be a violation of the
constitution of the United States. The
commerce of the Passaic and Hackensack
would suffer almost irretrievable damage
from the obstruction of one of the channels
of the bay, as contemplated by the bill as it
now stands.

Mr. Bramhall said that a reference to the
United States survey chart, shows: that
there is but one channel to Newark Bay.
The channel referred fo by the senator
from Essexgis of small importance, extend-
ing but a little distance. The bridge con-
templated by the bill would be no impedi-
ment to navigation, and he hoped the
amendment would not be adopted.

The vote being taken, it was lost—3 to
11. ]
Mr. Chetwood then offered a proviso to -
the section, requiring the Central Railroad
Company to build and maintain a carriage
and passage way, either under, over, or
alongside of, their railroad bridge. He
said that from time immemorial, the people.
of the lower part of Essex and of Middle-
sex counties had desired a passenger bridge
of the kind proposed, and a bill authorizing
it at one time passed the legislature, but
was subsequently reconsidered, and lost by
one vote. If this railroad bridge is author-
ized, without any provision on the part of
the legislature for the erection of a passen-

‘ger’ way by the railroad company, such

passenger way will never he obtained, for
no two bridges will ever be erected over the
bay. He thought it was but a matter of
justice to our citizens that provision should
be made for the passing of carriages,
horses, &c. The interests of Jerseymen
ought not to be overlooked in our legisla-
tion, particularly when that legislation is
asked for as in this case, by a foreign cor-
poration. This Central Railroad is con-
trolled almost entively by New York mil-
lionaires — men who have no sympathy
whatever with our people. He was willing
to render them justice, and to treat them
with all proper consideration in legislation,
but not to the prejudice of our citizens, upon
whom they are constantly heaping re-
proaches—their press maligning our institu-
tions, our laws, our judiciary, and every-
thing we hold of value. He hoped the
Senate would adopt the amendment he had
proposed, and demonstrate thereby its de-
termination not to legislate exclusively for
the rights of foreign corporations, but to
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rotect, as they should, the rights, and to
g:gzoté, as faryas possible, the interests, of
: own citizens. g
. ouiir. Bramhall said that the Central Rail-
road was emphatically a New Jersey insti-
tution. It was directly thr(_)ugh the heart
of the state, facilitating the intercourse, and
pouring innumerable benefits upon 'the citi-
zens of five of our largest agrlc}lltura,l
counties. They assuredly have a right to
*protection. As to the amendment proposed
by the senator from Essex, it must be mani-
fost that if engrafted upon the bill, it would
render it entirely unacceptable to the appli-
cants. If the people desire a turnpike
bridge across the bay, let them apply for it
in the proper form, and he for one would
cheerfully vote in its favor. But he thought
itwas unjust to attempt to cripple a fair and
legitimate application for a railroad bridge
by any such condition as the gentleman
from Essex had proposed. . .

After further debate, the vote was ta.lg_en
and the amendment was lost. The section
was then agreed to, and the bill ordered to
a third reading. ;

Mzr. Laird introduced a bill authorizing
the purchase of Lippincott’s Gazetteer for
the use of common schools. .

The bill to regulate the price of public
printing was taken up on its final passage.
It was advocated at some length by Mr.
Smith, who showed conclusively the neces-
sity of some advance upon the present
rates,. Mr, Smith said :— - z -
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Mg, PrespExt: In introducing this
Bﬂ?tgtﬁe attention of the Senate, I feel
confident that while it is a simple act of
justice to a profession proverbially among
the most responsible, I am also conferring
a benefit upon the State. I venture the as-
sertion, sir, that the public printing of
New Jersey will not favorably compare in
exocution with that of any other section of
the union. The remedy can only be found
in proﬁ'erring a fair ~compensation, and
stipulating that the paper and execution
shall, in all respects, conform tq a certain
standard. I am informed that since 1841,
there has been no material advance in the
rates of state printing. These rates, how-
over; were more distinctly settled by the
statute of 1846. Sinoe thatperiod, B.I}lal‘k-
ed advance has taken' place, not only in the
price of labor, but every description of ma-
terial pertaining to the business. What may
have heen deemled liberal compensation ten
years since, can scarcely be regarded in
the same light mow. The price of paper
has advanced 25 per cent. and eomposi-
tion in' the same ratio. Thus the actual
advance is fifty per cent. Notwithstanding
this, it is purposed by the' bill before us to
advance the rates but twenty-five per cent.
while it provides for: printing the laws and
journals upon a far superior paper to that

at present used, and to correspond with the

printing of other states. A comparison of
the present rates with those proposed, will

indicate that a very material portion of the

latter will necessarily be absorbedin procu-
ring the extra quality of paper. For the
journal of the Senate and General Assem-
bly, the present law makes no provision
whatever for the quality of the paper, con-
sequently a most inferior article is invaria-
bly used, upon which good type and work-
manship are employed in vain. I am sure,
sir, you will agree with me -in opinion that
the execution of our journals is alike dis-
ereditable to the advanced state of the art,
and to the commonwealth. The proposed

law requires the paper hereafter used to be

worth at least ten cents: per pound—an ac-
vance of one-third in price now paid. The
present act requires but two thousand co-
pies. Here the paper is to be worth at
least 15 cents per pound, or about $6 per
ream, nearly double the price now paid,
and sufficiently excellent to afford a volume
discreditable to no library. The several
volumes of laws of Maine and Massachu-
setts, before me, are submitted as speci-
mens of the work to be required. . The ad-
vance i8 quite material, but it should be
considered that at least one-third additional
number of copies are called for, and at the
same time vastly superior workmanship and
paper, Iam informed by the secretary of
state, that the number of copies of laws
now authorized is very far short of supply-
ing the officials and others in the state enti-
tled to the same.

I am proud, sir, at all times, to recognize
the ties which bind me to the profession.—
No one, more than myself can claim famili-
arity with its lights and shadows. Tam
well aware of what'its members have to en-
dure. T know that not unfrequently the

conductor of a'public journal rackshis body |

and mind by 'day and night ‘for the merest
pittance. T know that he is' expected to
stand 'the scapegoat of his paity,’ réceiving
the blows too often deserved by others, and

enthusiastically struggle to maintain a cause
with the full consciousness that no share of
the victory, if won, will enure to his bene-
fit. And I also know there is not a more
self-sacrificing, and, I may add, worse com-
pensated class of men, than these same
conductors of the public press. But they
ask no protection at the expense of the
state. She requires their services in a pure-
ly business capacity, and all they desire is
that she shall compensate them 'in a man-
ner commensurate with their mutual inter-
ests. But sir, the ¢ art preservative of
arts’’ should not be suffered to Janguish.—
If the state discriminatés in favor of any
class of citizens, it should be those whose
mission is so clearly fraught with incalcu-
lable good to the race. I am among those

who believe that the existence of a high-.

toned patriotic press is essential to the pre-
servation of our liberties. It is the text
book of thousands, and, as such exercises
an almost unlimited influence. Ithas with
truth been termed a mighty engine, by
which man is enabled to improve the facul-
ties of his nature; itis the preserver of
the knowledge and acquirements of former
years, and the great barrier, when not, per-
verted by the hand of power, against the

debasement of the human mind. Iam now,,
and for several years have been disconnect- |’

ed from pecuniary interest in the profes-
sion. Were it otherwise—had I a present

or prospective interest in this bill, I would,
be the last to urge it upon the legislature.

But, sir, I claim to know something of the
requirements of the profession, and gsin-
cerely hope that the spirit of liberality
which of late has reached the proceedings
of this body, will be so far extended to the
press as at least afford remunerative prices
for improved workmanship. The bill before
us is based upon estimates by some of the
most intelligent printers of the state, repre-
senting the different parties. They have
reposed their interests in our hands, and T
can only say, should their hopes be reali-
zed, we will feel amply rewarded in the
consciousness of having, in some degree,
aided in removing the dependence which
has meagurably paralysed the profession,’
and retarded its influence.

STATE or NEW JERSEY,
Executive Department, .
TRENTON, Feb. 26, 1856.

I herewith return the act - entitled, A
further supplement to an act entitled, an
act concerning roads, approved April 16th
1846, which originated in the senate; with
objections.

The bill is an important one.  There are
in every part of the state, old roads ahich
may not be usually traveled and yet ve-
quired by the people of the vicinity. . If
they are mot required for public use, the
statute laws of the state provide the mode
for vacating them and the proceedings
oontemplate public notice shall be given,
and all parties interested fully heard. - It is
also comprehensive and retrospective in -its
action. , .

It is impossible to know the mumber . of
cases it affects or the interests it may
prejudice by it.. « There is no provision

for ascertaining the fact whether the road

or part of road has béen used or not . 'with-
in tiventy years, nor is there any mode of
vacating, but a mere declaration in the act,
without any legal mode of effecting which
might lead to expensive litigation., . I;am
compelled in view of these objections to
withhold my approval to the bill. .

BANKING . .

The doors being opened, Mr. Allen called
up the report of t%e committee on corpora-
tions on the bill to incorporate the Magzini
bank, at Beverly.

The Committee on Corporations, to whom
was referred the bill incorporating the Maz-
zini Bank at Beverly, beg leave to re-
port— .

That, in examining the bill, they are
met at the outset by two questions : First,
Is there such a scarcity of money for use,
as a medium of ‘exchange, as to justify an
increase of the paper currency of the state?
In order to determine this question, they
have éexamined the reports made by the bank
commissioners, beginning with the year
1849, and they find that, on the 17th Jan-
uary of that year, the aggregate capital of
the banks in this state was— ;

Capital. Circulation. Specie.

In 1849, $3,600,700 $2,420,714  $616,662 29
In 1850, 2596720  2.548:352 99 630,734 46
In 1851, 3754900 2,584,352 99 622885 49

In 1855, 3945950  3.793,836 738595 60

The returns for 1856 have not been

obtained. But one million seven hundred

thousand dollars was added to the banking
capital last winter, which added to the
capital of 1855, makes $5,645,951. This
statement shows that whilst the capital,
circulation, and specie of the banks were
very uniform for the years 1849, ’50, and
’51, the circulation increased rapidly under
the influences of the general banking law.
In 1852, it hadincreased about 20 per cent. ;

in 1854, about 100 per cent. In, 1855,
many of the banks closed up their business,
and the circulation fell off to mear the
amount of 1853. As before remarked, the
yeturns for 1856 have not been obtained ;
but if the banks authorized last session
have been organized, and have succeeded
in getting a circulation proportionate to
their capital, it has added 25 per cent. more
to the paper currency of the state. = Whilst
this large increase has taken place in the
circulation, the specie in the banks, in
1849, was reported to be $616,662.29, in
1855, $738,595.60, and at no period has it
exceeded $743,000.

The large increase of the precious metals
in the country within the last six years will
probably prevent so serious a revulsion in
the future, as has happened in the past,
from an over issue of paper-currency; yet
it is believed that the importance of money
as a standard of value is seriously affected
by the fluctuations incident to a currency
mainly of paper, as well as serious embar-
rassments and injury occasioned to the trad-
ing and mdnufacturing interests of the state.
The secretary of the treasury states, in his
last report, ¢ that the bank note circula-
tion of the Union has swollen from 131 mil-
lions, in 1850, to 204 millions in 1854.’—
The effect of such an issue of paper by state
authority isto nullify, in a measure, the con-
stitutional power of the general government
to establish a uniform standard of value.—\
But its worst effect is shown in crippling
and destroying our manufacturers, who can-
not (except under peculiarly favorable cir-
cumstances) successfully compete with hard
money countries, where both labor and ma-
terial are necessarily much cheaper, whilst
our exports are diminished by the same
causes that augment our imports.

The second question which your commit-
tee deem proper to examine is whether, if
more paper currency is needed, the method
proposed by this bill be the proper one for
creating it 7 To this we reply, that must
be strong necessity to justify the legislature
in giving to a few individuals privileges
not enjoyed by their fellow citizens. That
necessity we conceive does not exist. But
if the legislature authorizes the issue of pa-
per as a circulating medium, it is bound,
in justice to the people, to secure them
against loss. Ample” experience proves
that special charters have hitherto failed to
secure this desirable end. Your committee
therefore, believing that the paper currency
is now sufficiently large, and believing fur-
ther that no more should be authorized, un-
less better secured than is contemplated by
the provisions of this bill, respectfully ask
to be discharged from its further consider-
ation.

Mr. Allen spoke at length in examination
of the propositions of this report. He denied
the aceuracy of most of its arguments.
It states, among other things, that the bank-
ing capital of the state was last year in-
creased $1,000,000. Thisis untrue. The
actual increase of capital was $800,000.—
But five new banks were chartered by the
last legislature—all other applications were
merely for renewals. The report says that
special charters do not furnish the security
afforded by the general law. This is also

*This increase is to be ascribed to the
free banks created this year.

incorrect. Special banks are required to
give ample security. The institutions char-
tered last year, are controlled by the best
men in the state, and the officers are direct-
ly responsible to the public. Mr. Allen
showed at some length the insecurity of the
general law.

He said the bank at Beverly, now under
consideration, was demanded by men of all
parties, who consider the general law in-
competent and unsafe. Beverly, the pro-
posed location, is a rising town, having
among its citizens a large number of manu-
facturers, who need greater banking facili-
ties than are now enjoyed.

Mr. Riggs replied to Mr. Allen at some
length, insisting upon the accurracy of the
arguments of the report. 7

After some further debate, the question
was taken on the acceptance of the report,
and it was rejected, 11 to 8.

The recommendation of the committee in
reference to the America Bank and the
City Bank at Hoboken, was also agreed
to. .

BLOOMFIELD PARK AND AGRICULTURAL
ASSOCIATION.

The bill to incorporate the Bloomfield

Park and Agricultural Association, as
amended in the Senate, was taken up. M.+
Harker moved to postpone until to-morrow,
to enable further remonstrances to be pre-
sented. Tost. The bill was then taken up.

Mr. Harker presented resolutions, adopt-
ed by the Camden and Gloucester County
Agricultural Society, against the bill; also
a remonstrance against the same, from far-
mers and others in the vicinity.-

Mzx. Barrett called for the reading of a
remonstrance against the same, presented
in the Senate, representing the object to be
horse racing. Mr. B. also called for the
reading of a petition in favor of the same.
Mr. Barrett then spoke against the bill, and
said it was quite clear that the object was to
establish a race-course, and spoke of the
annoyances and immoralities of such an
enterprise. He spoke of the demoralizing
practices at the State Agricultural Fair at
Camden, from the racing and drinking.

Mr. Jenkins spoke in defence of the
State Fair at Camden.

Mr. Harker, explained his previous course
on the bill, and said he had voted for it be-
cause there were no remonstrances against
it; but now a large number of property
holdens had remonstrated against it; and
proceeded to speak generally against the
bill, He had attended a nominating con-
vention in the county, and found men of all
parties against it.

Mzr. Collom took a different view of the
question. He thought it impossible for the
legislature to conttol the peculiar notions of
men. He thought if the provisions of the
bill were carried out, there would be no
danger to morals or to the peace of the
community. e proceeded at considerable
length to discuss general principles, and
took the ground that by giving this charter,
the men who were fond of the objects, were
placed under the control of the law—the
practices growing out of the trying of
stock, would by this bill be -placed under
check, while without it they would be likely
to go on uncontrolled. If they violated the
law, hold them responsible and repeal their
act.

The remarks of Mr. C. were quite elo-
quent, varied with occasional amusing illus-
trations. . ;

Mzr. Barrett replied at some length against
the principle of legislating in favor of doubt-
ful and immoral enterprises. :

Mr. Collom rejoined—he still conscién-
tiously believed that this bill would restrain
the evils contemplated.

Myr. Harker replied that it was impossi-
ble to keep the evils growing out of enter-
prises like this in an enclosure—they would
spread.

Mzr. Collom said that Camden had muni-
cipal laws by which they could restrain
any evil. They had the power to restrain
the speed of the iron horse, as the trams
pass through their streets, and he thought
they might easily control quarter horses.

Mzr. Albertson opposed-the bill and said
it was deceptive. It was opposed by the
Agricultural Society of Gloucester and
Camden, and by hundreds of others in Sa-
lem and other counties.

Mr. Kille spoke in favor of the bill.

Mr. Jenkins spoke in defence of the char-
acters of the petitioners, and said he would
vote for the bill unless they were men of

bad character. He also defended the state

Agricultural Society from the charges of
immorality made against it. e thought
the majesty of the law would be abl.e to
control all the bad influences which it is
imagined will grow out of the proposed en-
terprise. 3

Mr. Albertson said that some of the orig-
inal signers for this bill had since remon-
strated againstit. He read the opinion of
Robert K. Matlock, Esq., that ngbill could
have been better prepared to build up a
race course.

Mr. Barrett replied to M. Jenkins inre-
gard to the charges «of immorality ‘against
the state fair at Camden, he (Mr. B.) had
made.

After some further remarks by Mr. Col-
lom, who still contended that by this bill
the evils would be restricted, although not
entirely removed, and M. Harker, who
denied casting any imputation on the char-
acter of the petitioners, the bill was lost as
follows :

"ATTORNEY GENERAL.

The supplement defining the duties and
fixing the salary of the attorney general
was taken up.

Mzr. Kille spoke at length in favor of the
bill. He said the office had been sought
after by the best legal minds in the state
at a salary of $80. The salary at present

was too high. The objeets of the law to

which this is a supplement are not carried
out. The bill never contemplated that the
attorney general should prosecute in other
counties—still he does so and his income is
now about seventeen hundred dollars. Tt
was a democratic doctrine to advocate
economy, but he regretted to say it was
not strictly carried out when they get mto
power. Besides it was intended that the
attorney general should reside in the city
of Trenton, and he does not. e thought
$1000 was enough. He had no feeling on
the suhject, but thought it was quite as
much,as the services required were worth.
Mr. McDonald read the act showing that
for the duties required by that act the com-
pensation was not too great. It was the
duty of the attorney general to reside in
Trenton during the session of the legisla-
ture, give opinions on all subjects in regard
to the school fund and to the board of free-
holders in the several counties. He could
prosecute in mo county where thereisa
prosecutor, except by the written request
of the prosecutor. He contended the
state did not lose anything by his visiting
the several counties—the fees were divided
between the prosecutor and the attorney
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general. He had read other acts showing

that the attorney general had other duties
to perform by statute, all requiring time
and expenditure of money.

The question was taken and the hill was
lost as follows : :

Bills on final passage—The bill relative
to firemen in Belville, Essex, exempting
them from jury duty, &e., was lost, 30 to
0—Ilacking one vote.

For the relief of the Preshyterian Church
at Long Branch, Monmouth county, was
called up. Mu. Lafetra moved to postpone
until to-morrow. Agreed to.

The bill concerning firemen in Belville,
Essex, was reconsidered and passed, 43 to
1—(Mzx. Muchmore.)

The supplement to New Jersey Histori-
_cal Society, exempting them from tax, was
taken up, and being advocated by Mr. Mec-
Donald, was passed, 46 to 0.

The bill to establish the Columbia Ferry,
in Warren, was reconsidered, and the hill
was taken up. Messrs. Beatty, Muchmore,
Barrett and Jenkins advocated the bill and
Mzr. Collom opposed it. - It was passed, 87
to 10.

The bill for the preservation of deer and
other game was reconsidered and taken up.
Mr. Muchmore advocated the bill. - Messrs.

Mr. Jenkins stated the revenue to the
state from this source was about $40,000
per annum.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

_The supplement to act respecting public
schools was taken up. Mr. Muchmore mov-
ed an amendment reducing the salary of the
superintendent of common schools, from
$I200 to $600. Mr. McDonald opposed
the amendment, and went into a statement
of the duties of the officer, in order to show
that the present salary of $500 was too
small. Mr. Collom also opposed the amend-

The bank bills having been made the or-
der of the day, the bill to charter the Mount
Holly Bank was taken up on its final pas-
sage. ;

They understand their own ne-
cossities befter perhaps than those on the
outside. They are compelled to get bank-
ing accommodations by traveling to places
quite'remote. The next question is what
kind of a bank do the people of Mount Holly
want. In the discussion of this question he
might be charged with not being a demo-
crat—Dbut, however, that might be, he would
remain what he was, and after he had made
his argument, he would leave the House to
call him what they pleased. e proceeded
then to discuss the principles of the general
banking law, contending that it was not se-
cure.

Mr. SPEAKER, I rise to make a few re-
marks in behalf of this bill, which is asking
a charter for a bank of discount and depo-
sit, to be granted by this legislature, to the
inhabitants of Phillipsburg and surounding
country. 3 p

Phillipsburg is a town, located upon the
banks of the Delaware river, opposite Eas-
ton, Pénnsylvania, with a population” of
about three thousand inhabitants, and in the

Lost,
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first district in the county of Warren, which.

I have the honor to represent upon this
floor.

Phillipsburg is a thriving place with a
large amount of capital invested ; Cooper
& Hewitt’s furnace is located at this place,
with upwards of one hundred hands con-
stantly employed ; one iron foundry, a num-
ber of distilleries, merchant mills, saw mills,
lumber yards and upwards of a dozen stores.
The terminus of the Central Railroad of
New Jersey, is at this place ; the terminus
of the Morris Canal is also at this place the
Belvidere Delaware Railroad passes through
the same, and at this time is destitute of
banking facilities ; the people have to de-
pend upon the banks of Ilaston, Pennsylva-
nia, and are frequently disappointed as the
Easton banks are not able to accommodate
the people of Faston and surrounding coun-
try. There is a large scope of rich coun-
try thickly inhabited, destitute ofa bank.
There is but one bank within the distance
of twenty-six miles, and thatis the Belyi-
derd Bank, which is of no use at this time
to the community at large in which it is lo-
cated. ~ They are building railroads, con-
cerhed in the manufacture of ironat Scran-
ton, Pennsylvania, which takes all the mo-
ney they have, consequently they are not
able to accommodate the community at
large in which the bank is located, which
leaves the county entirely destitute of bank
accommodations.

It will be remembered by the most; of you
that this bank charter was asked for at “the
last session of the legislature, and was de-
feated on the ground that some of the gen-
tlemen named in the bill as corporators, li-
ved in Baston, and the hill was laid over to
the next legislature.

Mr. Speaker, we are told that we have a
general banking law in the State of New-
Jersey. T am aware of that, and there is no
man upon this floor, thattried to sustain that
law more than I didat the last session of the
legislature, but they got their special char-
ters by securing the circulation to the peo-
ple, and the people are now satisfied with
that system, and think the business of the
country can be done hetter under the spe-
cial system, and equally as safo to the peo-
ple, than it can under the general law, as
that law exists at this time. I have been
told that there was a principle involved in
this bill; and if they were in my place they
would not vote for the bill.

Mr. Speaker, what are we sent here for
but as public servants to carry out the will
and wishes of our constituents as far as our
knowledge extends; have not the people
petitioned for this bank charter to be grant-
ed by hundreds, and not a single soul to
remonstrate against it. What does this
mean, Mr. Speaker? the answer is in the af-
firmative.

Then, gentlemen, we ask you to give us
this bank charter, not because it is fashion-
able to ask for bank eharters at this time,
but because it is needed to do the business
of the county and demanded hy the people.
Will it be said that the legislature of New
Jersey will compel a portion of her inhahi-
tants to go the state of Pennsylvania for
bank accommodations ? certainly not. Then
‘Mr. Speaker, give us this bank, which is
certainly neded to do the businessofthe coun-
ty. If there is a bank neededin the state of
New Jersey at this time, it is at Phillips-

burg. But we are told that it is not a demo-
cratic measure to vote for a special bank
charter. What is democracy but to carry
out the principles and wishes of the people?
This bank charter is asked for by all the
people. democrats, whigs and everybody
else, call them by what name you please.
I have heard it asserted by a gentleman on
this floor, that he would rather go home
with his ears cut off, fhan to vote for a spe-
cial bank charter. The difference between
that gentleman and myself is simply this,
if I was to vote against this bank charter,
I should be very likely to get mine cut off
when I got home; that is the difference.—
With these few remarks, I leave the sub-
ject, hoping that every member has studied
the matter fairly, and will give it as favor-
able a consideration as possible, and when
he comes to cast his vote upon this bill, it
will be in the affirmative.

Mr. McDonald called upon the friends of
the general law to show their hands in favor
of their system.  He was himself so far a
democrat as to be ready at all times to carry
out the wishes of the people. Now they
wanted a bank at Phillipshurg. All peti-
tion for it, none against it. He theught
this bill ought to be an exception to the de-
mocratic rule set up here—because the ap-
plication comes from a staunch democratic
county. Why should these people be driv-
en to Easton for banking purposes? They
are all farmers, made personally liable, and
-could be relied upon for a fair and legiti-
mate business, while the institution is under
their control. It was so remote that no
Wall street influence could effect it.. He
hoped the opponents of special banks would
show their hands.

Mr. Lafetra said he was prepared to face
the music. The democratic party had en-
dorsed the general banking system—it was
a part of their fundamental doctrine of po-
litical faith. He regarded the special banks
as a wild fanatic scheme to defraud the
public. :

Mzr. Collom repudiated the doctrine that
the democratic principle was confined to any
particular thing. He had yet to learn that
the democratic party had ever yet decided
without some differences by individual mem-
bers in favor of the general banking law.—
If it was a. democratic doctrine “o keep up
two systems of banking in New Jersey, he
had yet to learn it. If the democratic party
were willing to recommend a straight forwaxd
course, he would go with them even to the
repeal of all the special charters in the
state. That would be consistent, but it
was not, proper or consistent to - attempt to
have two systems standing by the side of
cach other. Gentlemen talk about the in-
fluence of Wall street! How is that under
the general hanking system Wall street
carried its influence away down to Cape
May? They had organized a bank in a
tailor shop. - Will any gentleman point me
to the henefits this system has left to the
state? We looked in vain for them. He was
very much of the opinion that the attempt
to makeevery case apply to a particular de-
mocratic rule wouldbe found to beimpracti-
cable, and especially in this particular case.
The principles of a party cannot he made
always to apply to every case. Exigencies
change them, and show the fallacy of such
attempts.

Mr. Jenkins regretted on account of in-

disposition, having been ‘called upon’at this
time to defend what he conceived to be g
great and valuable principle. :

He supposed that most men were demo-
crats in their feelings ; but there is a party
in the United States particularly known by
that name. Men, however, even of that
party, occupy positions where they do not
carry out the will of their constituents. He
traced the practices and professions of some
leaders on this point; but there was in this
house, a party which professed to stand up-
on the general law principle, and: he had
regretted to see some of them waver on this
great principle. ~As for himself, a Henry
Clay whig, who did not believe the name
obsolete, he stood up firmly against the
special system of banks, although he had
good institutions in his own district. He
believed it was unsafe. When a bloated
paper currency scatters destruction abroad
—vwhen the poor man walks about the
streets, hunting for employment, with pov-
erty and despondency marked upon his
brow, as a result of this expanded system,
then he would be able to point the people to
this fact—*¢ your representatives did it.”’— -
Mr. Jenkins then proceeded to discuss the
effects of this system generally, and the
right of a legislative body to endorse the
paper of irresponsible corporations. He also
referred to the insecurity of even the most
stringent provisions to protect the hill-hold-
ers. It was impossible for even stockhold-
ers to know at all times the liabilities assu-
med by the banks. The two systems were
so entirely different—the giving ample .se-
curity that is tangible. ~The other giving
no security at all. He referred to the
exploded banks of New Jersey, and the ru-
in-they had left behind. It was the excel-
lency of the general system that finally put
down the small and useless banks, organized
under it in New Jersey. He referred to
the operations of the system in New York.

Mr. Perry contended that the special
system afforded better security than the
general system. The whole loss to the
people of the state for fifty years, under
the special bank system, was only about
$400,000, while under the general law in a
very brief time, the loss to the people of
the state was about 4 per cent. ' New York
had adopted the general law system, be-
cause she was in debt, and had state stocks,
but these stocks were constantly rising
and falling. In Indiana, the general bhank
paper is not worth more than 75 cents to
the dollar.

Mr. Muchmore was much amused at the
attempt to define political positions by the
members. He was a democrat during the
days of General Jackson, but he had found
himself forsaken—Ilost. He said the United
States hank was a democratic measure—
so was the pet bank system, and to the
latter system are we indebted for all the
odium on the special banks of the country.
He advocated the bill because the people
of the district wanted it—that he thought
was democratic. .

After some further remarks by Mr. Col-
lom, Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Barrett, the
question was talken and the bill was lost—
it requiring 36 votes to pass a bank bill—
as follows :

TIPPLING HOUSES.

The bill to suppress tippling houses was
taken up on a second reading.

BANKS.

The bill to increase the capital stock of
the Mechanics and Manufacturers’ Bank, of
ijenton, $250,000—was taken up.

Mr. Dutcher advocated this bill. The
bank was originally chartered in 1834 for
twenty years — rechartered in 1851 for
twenty years longer. The population of
Trenton was three times as great now as
it was at that time, and of course the de-
mand for banking facilities was increased
in the same ratio.  He felt that ho should
not fairly represent his constituents b
withholding his vote from this bill. He had
favored general laws, and wished still to bo
considered as preferring to adhere to the

eneral policy ; but when a hill comes up,
m which all his constituents are interested
—in which they ask, with great unanimity,
for an increase of capital — and that too,
of an institution which, for twenty-three

ears, had maintained its character among
is' constituents; he would go for it, he-
cause his constituents wanted it. This bill

was rechartered one year after the general
law passed. No objections were made to
it then, and if the necessity for its re-
charter existed then, an increase of capital
is certainly now demanded by the increase
of business and population of the city. He
looked upon the application for an increase
of capital, as very different from that of
granting an entire new charter. It is the
experience of banking men that the danger
to bill holders is not increased in the same
ratio to the enlargement of capital. The
circulation is circumseribed to narrow
bounds—not being able to keep out any
more than the demands of the community
require. He would give his views more at
large upon this point of the question, if he
thought it necessary at this time; but he
would simply remark that a great point of
difference between making a new bank and
increasing the capital of an old one was,
that'in the latter case the institution was in
old, tried, and responsible hands, while in
the other case, we would feel all the uncer-
tainties of a new and untried experiment.
He would consider himself as going against
the business interests of his constituents by
opposing it.

Mr. Muchmore proceeded to speak of
what he termed the inconsistency of the
gentleman (Mr. Butcher,) because he voted
against the Phillipsburg Bank.

The Chair called him to order and said
the Phillipsburg Bank was not under con-
sideration.

My Collom followed in some similar re-
marks. :

Mr. Muchmore moved to postpone the
bill until other bank bills came up. -

Mr. Dutcher wanted to know what the
object of the gentleman was in postponing
the bill. If it was to logroll him into any
other measure, he would say now, the gen-
tleman (Mr. Muchmore,) would find himself
mistaken in his man. This bill was before
the House on its merits, and he was willing
they should be tested now.

The motion to postpone was lost, 20 to

. Mr. Dutcher then addressed the House
in favor of the bill.

Mr. Doremus inquired whether the ori-
ginal charter contained the same restrio-
tions as other bills now before us.

Mr. Dutcher replied that it did not con-
tain the stockholder liability. The directors
were personally liable ; and he did not con-
sider that the stockholder liability was worth
a rush. It could be changed and shifted at
pleasure. 2

Mzr. Collom spoke at some length on the
general principle of banking, in connection
with the democratic doctrine on that sub-
ject. He did not believe that General Jack-
son in his hostility to the United States
Bank, or to the system generally, opposed-
them except on the ground of thejr depar-
ture from the legitimate purposes of their
organization, or when they were used as a
means of fraud and corruption. He never
opposed & well guarded and fairly conduct-
ed system of banking.

Mr. Lafetra said that General Jackson
said that the system which had been broken
down in the United States Bank would find
its way into the states, and he warned the
people against it.

Mr. Perry said he found ‘it diffcult to
know how. to vote. One gentleman said

Greneral Jackson was in favor of banks, and "
the other that he wasoppesed to them. Ha'!
would like to know which was was right.

Mzr. McDonald opposed the motion, and
said it fas important that we look well to

‘the protection of those who have our health
{in keeping. .

Mx. Barrett said he was in favor of post-
ponement; and until it was proved that the
practice under the new act has worked had
to the health of the community, he was in
favor of continuing it in force. "It certainly
had worked no harm ; at least he had heard
of none. He was opposed to the monopoly
of medicine, and thought some of the ho-
meeopathic practitioners were quite as suc-
cessful as those licenced by the-censors;

Mr. Jenkins also spoke against the bill,
and made some amusing remarks on the
subject.

The motion to postpone indefinitely was
agreed to by a large vote.

Mr. Allen said if he had been in his seat
when this bill was on its second reading, he
should have moved to amend the title so as
to read—**An act for the benefit of the rich
at the expense of the poor.” He did not
believe that the people of this state wanted
a law of this character. It has not been
asked for. TIts passage would be detrimen-
tal to borrowers, and prove of benefit only
to the lenders, who constitute but a small
portion of the body politic. He hoped the
bill would not receive the sanction of the
Senate. g

Mzr. Riggs said this bill was not for the
benefit of the rich, but for the poor—the
borrowers. The simple object of the bill
was to authorize men to make their own
bargains. Every one knows that when
money is worth more than 6 per cent., more
than 6 per cent. must be paid for it. The
bill merely restores to man the natural right
to make his own bargains. Is this wrong ?
Is he to be supposed incapable of self-
-government ? The bill provides ales that
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when a greater rate of interest than 7 per
cent. has been paid or received, the amount
actually lent may be recovered, without in-
terest or cost of action, in any action that
may be brought therefor. This, certainly,
cannot be considered wrong. A man is en-
titled to recaive his own. Mr. Riggs ar-
gued at some length in favor of the bill.

Mr. Franklin thought it was always dan-
gerous to change the settled policy of the
state on any important question. In this
State, we have gone on prosperously under
6 per cent., and he could see no necessity
for a change. This bill, he believed, had
been concocted by the money-lenders, ex-
clusively for their benefit; the great mass
of the people, certainly, do not ask for it.
They are satisfied with the existing rate,
and would be seriously injured by any
change. The lenders are but a small body,
and he thought they were not entitled to
exclusive consideration.  The passage of
this bill would create a general ‘disturbance
in monetary affairs—would unsettle exist-
ing contracts, &c. He maintained that it

- ought not to be passed, adducing additional

arguments against it.

r. Allen contended that those states, in
which 6 per cent. is the legal rate of inter-
est, (and they number nineteen or twenty)
are the most prosperous in the Union, and
he considered  this & strong argument
against any alteration of the state laws on
this subject. ey i ;

Mr. Franklin again, spoke in opposition
to the bill, and was followed by Mr. Riggs
in its favor. After further debate, in which
Messrs. Howell and Allen participated,
both in opposition to the hill, o motion of
Mz, Price, its further considerntion was
postponed for the present. ;

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that law, my constituents can secure the
privileges this bill accords them. Sir, I do
not wish on this occasion to war against
the honest opinions of any gentleman in
this house—nor is it any part of my purpose
to" call in question the utility and adequacy
to the business wants of the community of
the general law. I have only to say, that
so far as the lower counties are concerned,
thoy have not been benefitted by the banks
organized under the general law.

And if you refuse them this bill, they
must do without a bank. Every bank start-
ed under the general law in West Jersey,
has been compelled to stop business. It
has been found useless, Jimpracticable, and
unprofitable to attempt to do a banking
business under this law. Will you ask us to
have what will do us no good ? and as my
friend from Burlington (Mr. Collom) said
the other day, when they ask for bread,
will you give them a stone ? whén they ask
for fish, will you give them a serpent 7 Sir,
there is but one bank in the counties of
Cape May, Cumberland and Atlantic.—
This bank has been in existence nearly
half a century, and is a . sound, safe, and
well-managed institution. To its operations
our business community is greatly indebt-
ed for their prosperity and advancement,—
We appreciate the blessings it has confer-
red; and would not interfere with its busi-
ness. . It is ‘distant ten miles from where
we are asking the House to place another,
The two institutions will not be rivals, but
mutual assistants to each other.  Mr.
Speaker, I have no interest in this bill that
18 not common to every one of my constit-
uency—I do not expect to be the proprie-
tor of a single share of its stock, nor hold
office of any kind in this bank. Sir, I am
quite sure I never shall do either.

I can'say, Sir, that this bank will never
benefit me one dollar. It will benefit me as
it will all poor men, who live near it, and
not otherwise.

I can say with the poet,

“ No foot of land do I 088E8S,
No cottage in this wilderness,
‘A poor wayfaring man.” 3

And, sir, I can say with truth and with
feeling, that if I thought this bank would
ever defraud or injure the poor man to the
value of one penny, I would never give my
assent to it, but would shout nay, with ‘the
loudest when the vote should be'taken ‘on
the final passage of this bill, but ‘knowing

.the gentlemen named as corporators, to be

high minded, honorable and honest ; knos-
ing them to have been the architects of their
own fortunes, and, therefore to be trusted
by «the  community ; knowing, sir, that
they are incapable of abusing the privileges
youmay grant them, I ask, yea, I ‘entroat
you pass thig bill.  Sir, this bank would
benefit a large population and many intet-
ests. -« Millville has a population “of over
three thousand, as industrious ‘and entér-
prising as any to be found in the State.
They owe much to the natural advanta-
ges of their situation—nothing as yet to le-
gislation: By their own unaided oxertions
have they made Millville what it is to-day
a_chief source of prosperity to our dounty.
Sir, they ask ‘at your hands a bank-_the
first favor they have ever asked of the state,

‘to assist their efforts, and enable them to

make 'larger strides toward permanent
wealth and prosperity. The commercial

and manufacturing interests of Millville re-
quire this institution ; she has eight store
houses, doing a business of several hundred
thousand dollars annually.

She has an extensive iron foundry, with
a _capital of over one hundred thousand dol-
lars ; employing a hundred men and supply-
ing some of the principalcities of the Union
with gas and water pipes.

She has a large cotton factory with a ca-
pital of three hundred thousand dollars, em-
ploying hundreds of operatives, and produ-
cing fabrics, not excelled by any other fac-
tory in the United States.” She has nine
glass houses, in which are manufactured
vials and bettles of superior quality, and
of every description, all of which find their
way to all parts of our country. The cap-
ital employed is also very heavy in these
works ; when in full blast the expenses are
over twelve thousand dolla® per month, and
giving employment to more than two hun-
dred and fifty hands.

Vessel building is one of the chief em-
ployments of her people ; vessels of from
three to four hundred tons. burthen, are
constantly in process of building, and there
is now upon the stecks an elegant schooner
of four hundred tons, just ready for launch-
ing. Hundreds of tons of vessel property
are owned in Millville, and are employed in
the carrying trade between our county and
the great commercial marts of the United
States.

Such, sir, are the interests of. Millville,
which require this bank for their conve-
nience and advancement. Her people are
all working men, like myself they earn
their bread by the sweat of their brows. I
feel proud tobe their representativehere,and
to have the opportunity to raise my humble
voige in their behalf. But it is not Millville
alone, that will be benefitted by this bill.

Other interests ask for this bill.—
Six miles below Millville is Port Elizabeth;
there are two flourishing glass manufacto-
ries and-one large starch works, employing
many men and requiring a considerable,
amount of capital ; next comes Dorchester,
Mauricetown and TLeesburg. These are
all active places, inhabited by an industri-
ous population, wanting banking facilities
at all of those places. ~Vessel building is
an important branch of business. There are
now on the stocks and under contract four
vessels at. Dorchester, one at Leesburg, two

‘at Mauricetown and one at Port Elizabeth.

There is also a large oyster traffic on. our
river, supplying the principal cities ; man

gentlemen on this floor are qualified by long
experience to attest the excellent quality of
Maurice Riyver Cove oysters. They should
at least be willing to favor the class who
provide for them such delicious bivalves.
Legislators are proverbial for their love of
oysters, terrapin and champagne. New-

‘ark, which produces a. good deal of cham-

pagne, has come in for a large share of le-
gislative favor. Last session atthe instance
of my friend from Essex, (Mr. Pennington, )
some legislation was obtained for the terra-
pin interest; let us now see whatgentlemen
are willing to do for the region that. sends
them Maurice Coves.

As I said in the beginning, Mr. Speaker,
my constituents owe much to the natural
advantages of their situation; we have at
Millville and Port Elizabeth ample water
power, and there is no reason in nature why

they should not hecome distinguished for
manufactories of all kinds. If the state
would but deal as hountiful to us as nature
has dealt with us, our population would in-
crease, out manufactories extend and our
business of all kinds would expand.
Without railroads, without the aid of le-
gislation, without corporste privileges of
any kind, we have grown to our presentim-
portance; we are a thriving people. My
district is a beehive for industry and fru-
gality. Wehave chuches and school houses,
Mr. Speaker, showing that in the midst of
our material prosperity we have notneglec-
ted the spiritual and educational wants of
ourselves and our children. Our one great
want is what I am asking this House to sup-
Ply; give us this bank charter. I ask it,
sir, as something essential to the continued
prosperity of my county. Sir, why should
not. the House pass this bill—all of my con-
stituents ask for it, not one man in all m
district objects to its passage, not a single
remonstrance against it. Will you not per-
mit us to judge for ourselves what is for our
own good? I have endeavored, gir, to show
the House good reasons why they should
pass this bill. T trust I have succeeded. If
I have of course the fate of the bill cannot
be doubtful. I believe every member here
is actuated by reason and right in his vote
upon measures as they come up. I ask
you, gentlemen, to ponder well this bill and
to think of the arguments I have advanced; :
consider too how little legislation has been
done for my section of the state; consider
how much has been done for other sections,
are we unreasonable in our requests? Does
the granting of a small charter go beyond
the benignity of this House ? Sir, T trust
not. I trust every member here will make
this case as his own, and when he comes to
vote, will vote as he would wish every other
member to vote upon an application coming
from his own constituents. ;
Sirs, follow the golden rule, ‘Do unte
others as you would have them to do unto’
you.”

tain has hitherto failed to comply with the
above stipulations, under the plea that the
treaty does not mean what its language
plainly expresses; and whereas, the .gov-
ernment of Great Britain has, through its
agents and officers, attempted to enlist men
for its military service within the. territory
of the United States, in violation of our laws
and derogation of our sovereignty; there-
fore, .

1. Be it resolved by the Senate and Gen:
eral Asgembly of the State of New Jersey,

That New Jersey will sustain the national
administration in maintaining that cons truc-
tion of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty plainly
expressed in its language, or in abrogating
said treaty entirely. '

2. And be it resolved, That if the gov-
ernment of Grreat Britain should refuse to’
make such reparation and apology as the
occasion requires, then a due regard for the
honor and interest of this country requires
a prompt dismissal of those officials who
have abused their privileges by attempting

every one hundred vessels wrecked only
about eight or ten properly belong to New
Jersey, by which an unjust and heavy tax
is impdsed upon the state in saving life and
burying the dead from all nations : and
whereas, Hon. John R. Thomson, United
States Senator from this state, has introdu-
ced a resolution enquiring * whether any

- and what means in addition to those already
adopted are advisable, more promptly and

effectually to afford aid to shipwrecked ves-

‘sels” on the coast of New . Jersey; there-

fore,

Mr. Brown said :

MR. SPEAKER :—It is not altogether of
choice that I rise to advocate these joint
resolutions.  From a deep sense of their
importance, which can only be realised in
any commensurate degree hy witnessing
and coming to a knowledge of facts as they
are constantly occurring upon the seahoard
from shipwreck, I am prompted to make
some remarks. '

I have ‘endeavored not uinecegsarily to
consume the time of the House, and though
this may be the last opportunity afforded
me of speaking on this floor, T shall endea-
vor to be as hrief as the importance of the
case will justify, and humbly ask thro‘ugh
you, sir, the indulgence of this honorahle
body. It would afford me no small degree
of pleasure to be competent to do justice to
the subject, but this it would be useless for
me to attempt. I must therefore be con-
tent to do what I can, and if in any way I
may contribute toward, and we are so high-
ly favored as to secure the objects sought
after in these resolutions, my highest am-
bition will be gratified, and all my feéble
efforts to-aid and benefit the shipwrecked
mariner abundantly rewardad.

number of individuals among us ? !

The commissioners, in their report, do
not deny that a captain’s trunk was felo-
niously taken and pillaged of its contents.
I am told, too, that the mate opened a trunk
and distributed the contents, nuts, &e., to
others. Ome person has informed me ho
received a portion from him. Whose trunk
was it ? It may have been hig own, but
that was not proven. The commissioners
report that ‘“the ship’s cabin was under
guard, and no person allowed to enter, ex-
cept the steerage passengers and crew be-
longing to the ship. These were permitted,
and were seen to carry away packages,
articles of clothing, &¢.” We  desire to
cast no improper reflections upon the char-
acter of the shipwrecked—buf why, we ask
again, this indiscriminate and wholesale
condemnation ? :

While here last winter, a vessel came
ashore on our coast, and ter out of a crew of
eleven were drowned. David Fleming, of
Ocean county, a young man with whom I
am personally acquainted, viewing the per-
ilous situation of the remaining one, promp-
ted by feelings of humanity and benevo-
lence, risked his own life, by fastening a
rope around his body and leaving the oth-
er end on shore, plunged into the ocean and
was soon enabled to rescue this last man of
the crew.

At the time above referred to in ’46, when
the beach of New Jersey was strewed with
wrecks, Harber Morton of Monmouth, in en-
deavoring to board a stranded vessel and
render relief, lost his own life. Capt. Brand
of the crew died some time after, from his
efforts at that time. And others of the crew
it is said have never recovered from that
day’s exposure. '

I am knowing to facts and could give
names from Ocean county, (butinnaming a
few we might be regarded as doing injus-
tice to others and therefore forbear,) where
ropes of hands have been formed, and these
chains of men walking down into the sea,
the breakers rolling over them, haye rescued
men from the very jaws of death. Does such
conduct merit the treatment received ?

I could give you many instances here to-

. day sir, of the heroic bravery of our New

Jersey surfmen, who have repeatedly jeop-
ardized their lives to save the lives of their
fellow men. While the hoisterous ocean
was rolling up its angry billows, threatening
to destroy a stranded vessel and erew, some
years since, when none dared hardly to say

“he would venture first, young Hreeman

standing and viewing the perilous situation
of those on board, under the impulse of a
benevolent heart, took his valuables from
his pockets, and handing them to a friend,
said,

“If T never get ashore, give these to my
mother.”” He jumped into the wreck hoat,
had others to follow him, and was eunabled
5001 to render assistance to the perishing.

Not with sword in hand have these men
gone forth to destroy men’s lives, but car-
rying out Heaven’s law of ¢ good will to
men,” they have done what they could to
save men’s lives. If, sir, the benevolent
and heroic deeds-of these men eutitle them
to be called ¢ Barnegat Pirates,”’ then may
Barnegat Pirate be inscribed upon my
brow. ;

No towering monument, with deeds of

heroic hravery inscribed upon it, marks the
resting place of  Morton, Brand, and
others: perhaps, martyrs to their philan-
thropy and benevolence. No public pen-
sions on them or their widows and orphan
children are bestowed. No hounty land
warrants are awarded to them for their self-
sacrificing efforts at saving life; but men
whoare accustomed to being publicly casti-
gated in the streets for publishing lipels,
may be allowed to injure ‘and abuse these
men. I am personally —acquainted with
these men, for fifty miles along shore, and
am prepared to say they are proverbially
‘‘given to hospitality.” The affluant and
wealthy receive “and entertain you kindly,
and if you call upon one in the vale of
poverty, he is ever willing to share with
you his last loaf. ;

About twenty vessels have been cast up-
on our coast this winter. A New York
paper says that during one of the storms
‘‘these men ought to have been out, patrol-
ling the beach, with lights in their hands.”
Yes, sir, and then for this they would have
been reported as ¢ Barnegat Pirates,”
** holding out decoy lights to draw on ves-
sels for the purpose of plunder.””  Since
we have been in session this winter, a New
York pilot beached the hrig ¢ South.”—
After she struck, this pilot warned the cap-
tain and some of the sailors to “ take care
of their property,” ¢“look out for the Bar-
negat Pirates.” They were soon safely
landed, and the pilot, captain, and crew,
were conveyed by wagon to the residence
of Judge Forman, from whose hospitable
family they could receive nothing but good
treatment. Probably surprised at such un-
looked for kindness, the*captain and a sai-
lor made a development of the matter.—
This is but one of the many instances.—
That same gentleman, when one dead body
after another came ashore in a state of nud-
ity, sent to his house again and again for
clothing, until his last linen garment was
bestowed, scarce thinking, as he said, what
he was doing. These kind services, as per-
formed in his case, are free of charge—no
provisions being made for such cases. The
New York Times of December 8, 1854,
says :—*‘“The appropriations made by con-
gress for the provision of the life-saving
apparatus have been applied to no good
purpose.”’

Now, sir, this we pronounce unqualified-
ly false. .This humane apparatus was
brought prominently before the people of
this country first, by the "Hon. “Wm. A.
Newell, of Monmouth., In 1848, he offered
a vesolution in the House of Representa-
tives,asking an appropriatinn for this pur-
pose. By his untiring and indefatigable
exertions, he succeeded in obtaining the
appropriations asked for.  Realising the
benefit derived from this apparatus, and
feeling that in Mr. Newell they have a

“friend, the people along shore are awaiting

an opportunity by which they may give
evidence of the high estimation in~ which
they hold him. _ A brief description of this
aparatus I here give from the State Gazette:

*“ The apparatus consists of a 1if§-boat
and life-car, (Francis’s patent,) a carro-
nade,and a supply of balls, to each of which
a line is attached. 'The line is wound upon
pegs, inserted in a frame in -such a manner
that when the ball is fired from the carron-
ade, the line readily runs off. The life-car

is built of galvanised iron, and resembleg,
in appearances, a small boat decked ovey +
—there is a trap-door in this deck, which,
after the passengers are placed in the cay
is shut down and secured. A line being
thrown over the wreck by the carronade,
a hawser is bent on to the end of the line,
hauled on shore, and made fast. On this
the life-car is slung and hauled to the ship,
where it receives its living freight, and s
dragged through the surf to the shore, ang
in this manner the whole of the crew and
passengers have been rescued from ship-
wrecked vessels more than once. When
the state of the sea will admit it, the life-
boat is used instead, as the passengers can,
by it, be landed much more expeditiously.
Houses, or rather huts, are also provided,
ifi which to keep the apparatus, and al-
so shelter those saved.” .

The life-hoats are sometimes necessarily
obliged to be hauled or carried along the
beach for miles, which must naturally tend
to_put them out of order.. The iron or
metallic boats being heavier than our wooden
boats; are not so readily transferved from
place to place, and when out of order, not
so easily repaired, and require a langer force
to man them. . Along the beach the dwell-
ing houses may average one in five miles,
and to cross the Bay from the main in time
of a severe storm, would be extremely haz-
ardous. Along a coast, then, so sparsely
populated, it is important that boats requir-
ing the least number of men ; boatsin which
the surfmen thus hazard their lives, and
which they prefer, ought to  be provided,
and the cedar wreck boats with which so
much has been accomplished, should be per-
fected, and supersede the iron boats for the
surf.

But to satisfy all, that the New York
Times did not confine itself to truth in vef-
erence to this subject, it is only necessary
to call the attention of the House to the fol-
lowing facts :

The same year that the new apparatus

‘went into operation, the steamship Eudora,

from New York to California, went ashore
on Ludlam’s beach. Her passengers and
crew could not have been far short of 400
souls. They were all saved, 1t is said, by
means of the apparatus.. Soon after, on
January 30, 1850, the emigrant ship Ayr-
shire, 201 passengers, came ashore on Squan

-beach, during a severe snow storm. It blew

a perfect gale, so thatno small boat could
live. The apparatus was soon brought. on
the ground. The second shot fired from
the mortar threw a line over the ship. This
was soon fastened to a larger line. By this
means a communioation was effected  with
the ship, the life-car placed upon the line,
and hauled back and forth through the surf
on that and the subsequent day, with its
living freight, until all on board were saved,
with one exception.  One over-anxious pas-
senger, under excitement, and against re-
monstrances, jumped upon the life-car, and
was washed off and drowned.

This, I believe, was the first successful
effort in this country, in firing a bhall from
the carronade, by which communication
was established with a ship.  John Maxon,
Esq., is entitled to the credit of this first
successful effort:  June 14, 1852, the ship
Cornelius Grinnell came ashore on Squan
Beach, 254 passengers, all saved by the
same means! December 4, 1852, ship
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ia stranded on-Long Beach, 300 pas-
i‘,’fgrgs, also all saved. The barque Chaun-
gey Jerome Came on at Long Branch, Jan-
nary 12, 1856. The first shot from the
carronade sent a line to her—her 40 pas-
gengers and crew were all saved. Thuswe
have in gumming up, some 1200 lives saved
by the means of this apparatus. Is it not
false that * it has been applied to no good
purpose !’ Since that time others have
been saved on our coast and on Long Is-
 Jand, which, if added, would swell the num-
be, perhaps to 1700 persons. Mr. Newell
obtained a second appropriation of $20,000,
which was divided between Long. Island
and New Jersey. Since that time Hon.
Charles Skelton succeeded in getting an
appropriation of $20,000, (and he is re-
membered for it,) which, I believe, hasbeen
a,pplied toward the erection of new station
houses and partially equipping them.—
These are now five miles apart and twenty-
eight in number. We now need men to
take charge of these station houses and the
?,ppamtus, to keep them in order, and to be
prepared at a moment’s warning for an
emergency. Probably the loss of life from
the New Era, two years ago this winter,
at least in part, may be attributed to the
condition the government apparatus was
found in. The ship was so far from the
shore that it was with much difficulty aline
could be sent to her, and when it was ac-
complished, the wire being rusty, broke off,
and they lost the line. Many of you are
acquainted with. the sad consequences
which followed. An additional appropria-
“tion of $30,000 at the last session of Con-
gress was made, butnothaving been placed
in the general appropriation bill, it was not
paid, but is to be placed in the deficiency
bill, and wlll probably meet the expenses of
the station house keepers to the present time.

I am gratified to find in the True Ameri-
can of this city, of a recent date, that dur-
ing the present session of Congress, Sena-
tor John R. Thomson has started the inqui-
1y, as stated in the preamble of these reso-
lutions, ¢ Whether any, and what means,
in addition fo those already adopted, are
advisable more promptly and effectually to
afford aid to shipwrecked vessels?” The
interest evinced by My. Thomson is appre-
ciated,.and it seems to present to us a fa-
vorable opportunity of making known the
wants of the New Jersey surfmen, and we
hope his inquiries may result heneficially to
the interests of the Atlantic coast.

In addition to the appropriation made to
pay the station-house keepers, we want a
boat crew to act in connection with every
alternate station house, holding themselves
in readiness, and subject to the call of the
keeper by signal or otherwise, as the cir-
cumstances may require, knowing that they
are to receive pay for their services. We
want also an appropriation to encourage

and remunerate those who expose themselves:

to the dangers incident to efforts to save
the shipwrecked. The propriety, also, of
the general government paying the expen-
ses incurred in burying the dead of all na-
tions, is apparent to all. Until® last year,
these expenses devolved upon the counties,
but are now assumed by the state. In the
wreck of the New Era, on the Monmouth
coast, twelve or fourteen hundred dollars
were requisite to meet the expenses attend-
ing thegiuquests and interment of the dead.

That of the ‘Powhatan, that came on the
Qcean county coast, was about six hundred
dollars. But while only about one eighth
or one-tenth of the vessels wrecked upon
our coast properly belong to this State,
there is no propriety or reason in- obliging
the State of New Jersey to foot such bills.

What we want and need is regular ap-
propriations annually from the United
States Government to meet these expenses.
This system cannot be perfected and kept
in healthy operation without it. It can
certainly be done from the same fund, and
upon the same principle by which Congress
appropriates toward supplying and keeping
up light houses, buoys, &c. These appro-
priations are regarded as right and coming
under the provisions of the Constitution.—
From light-house reports, &c., it appears
that about two thousand vessels pass up
Newark Bay annually. These vessels are
generally of light tonnage. To about seven
miles of that bay Congress hasappropriated
about $30,000, and they ask as much more,
and it is no doubt important that they should
receive it. But how much more is called
for and required upon a coast of nearly two
hundred miles in length, and that the most
dangerous, not even excepting the Florida
reefs. The canvas of the world casts its
shadows on our beach.

The ships and vessels of all nations pass
up and down our coast, laden with the rich
products and manufactures of the East, as
well as the gold from our own California of
the West, all exposed as they approach it
to the dangers of our coast. The very mo-
derate appropriations asked for in these
joint resolutions, to be annually made to
this state, we do think Congress will not
deny us. It is asked for by the state to
pay the expenses-of burying the citizens of
other states comprising this confederacy,
and of the world, whose dead bodies chance
to be thrown on our shorves. It is asked
for by the New Jersey surfmen, as pay for
their constant efforts and incessant toils in
saving life and property.

The cry, as it were, comes up from the
perishing mariner, as the thick darkness
covers him, and the winds howl angrily
around him,while the breakers dash tempes-
tuously and in angry fury over his head,
threatening to engulph him, he cries for
help. Itis asked for by all, nor will it be
denied. I am informed by Col. §. C. Dun-
ham, Coast Superintendent, and a resident
of Ocean County, that if the necessary
apparatus had been provided and placed in
his charge he could in the last fourteen
years, have saved %200,000 worth of Gov-
ernment property subject to duty. The
fostering care of Gtovernment, and needed
appropriations, for perfecting tle system
and its more effective working, would in the
end probably prove a source of revenue
and profit to the United States.

T trust the House will excuse me for oc-
cupying their time. Theimportance of the
subject seemed to demand it. I had
thought of saying more and feel that Tcould
not have said less and done justice to my
foelings, and am not unconcious of the fact
that T have not done full justice to the sub-
ject under consideration.

Mi. Collom followed in some well-timed
romarks in favor of the resolutions.
The question was taken, and the resolu

tions passed unanimously, 48 voting in the
affirmative, and none in the negative.

The bill to amend an act incorporating
the city of Hoboken, passed 45 to 0.

The bill to repeal an act to erect & bridge
over Mullicus river, passed 37 to 1, (Mr.
Graunt.) :

The amendments in the Senate to the
bill authorizing board of freeholders of Pas-
saic, toissue bonds, passed 42 to 1, (Mr.
White.)

PUBLIC PRINTING. :

The supplement to act relative to the
price of public printing was then taken
up. (This bill repealed that part of the
act appointing David Naar.) :

Mr. Dutcher moved an indefinite post-
ponement of this bill. ;

Mzr. Pennington hoped this motion would
not prevail. He was surprised to find any
member on this floor willing to sustain any
man who had slandered the members of this
House.

Mz. Collom said while he considered that
the article reflecting on the character of
members of this House, was ungentlemanly,
and the man who wrote it, unworthy of the
patronage of the Legislature in consequence
of his conduct ; yet, he regarded it as be-
neath the notice of the Legislature, at
least. He thought we had a higher duty
to perform, than to notice the slanders of
newspaper writers. He was disposed to
adhere to the contract made with Mr. Naar,
—to heap coals of fire on his head—to say
to him, go and sin no more. -

My. Dutcher said : :

r. Spealer :—1It seems to me that this
bill i one of the most extraordinary that
was ever introducdd into a legislative body-
When the resolution was offered instruct-
ing the commmittee on printing to bring in
this bill, I could not believe that the gen-
tleman who offered it was serious in so do-.
ing; and sir, when that resolution was
adopted, I can truly say that I was sur-
prised that such a resolution should pass
this House. I could not then believe that
gentlemen who voted for it, saw the effect
of their act ; and even after it had passed,
I could not believe that such a bill would
be reported and receive any counfenance
here. But, sir, in this I was disappointed ;
yesterday saw this bill wa# reported, read
a first time, the rule requiring it to be
printed, suspended,, read a second time, and
ordered to be engrossed for a third reading:.
Why, this unprecedented haste? It is
the first time this session that the rules re-
quiring a bill to be printed, have heen sus-
pended, and the printing dispensed with.—
Why this extreme anxiety to hurry this
bill ~through, and prevent members from
examining into it? Were the authors of
this act afraid to have it go into the hands
of the printer? were they afraid to lay it on
the desks of the members and let them ex-
amine it, and consider its effect 7 was it ex-~
treme anxiety to vindicate wounded honor,
and injured character, or was it hot-headed
haste to have-revenge for exposing corrup-
tion, and a determination fo accomplish it,
even at the cost of repudiating & valid and
golemn contract? - . By
" Now, sir, what are the facts and what is
the effect of this bill? In the early part of
the session, a bill was passed, digposing of
and distributing the public printing of the
state—a part o that printing was awarded
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to David Naar, at a price and upon terms
in the act named.

He has performed a part, probably neax-
ly all of that work, and if it is not now all
done, is ready to fulfil his contract accord-
ing to the provisions of that act.

Here sir, was a solemn contract made for
the state by that legislature ; the prices fix-
od by ourselves, the contractmade through-
out upon our own terms, and sir, there is no
pretence, that the party with whom it was
made, has not fulfilled it to the lettor. Yot
wo are now called upon by the very men
who made that contract, to repudiate it.—
Within the past few yoars wo have heard
of much that has bheen said hoth inthis coun-
try and in Europe, about states violating
plighted faith. and repudiating contracts,
but sir, I believe this is the first case where
a state has employed a servant to do her
work, and then by
attempt to cheat him out of his pay. Itre-
mains for New Jersey to bear off the palm
of repudiation by retusing to pay her prin-
ter what, by her own act, he is justly en-
titled to. And sir, what is the ground upon
which. this refusal to pay is based? What
reason is assigned for this repudiation 7—
Why 'sir because he exposes what he con-
ceives to be an attempt to plunder the trea-
sury; and permit me to say, that I do not
stand here to vindicate David Naar in this
matter. He is abundantly able, far more
80 than I am, to vindicate himself, and can
do it too through the columns of his paper.
Neither will T discuss the question that gave
rise to this matter.

When the resolutions relating to gold
vencils have been before the house I have
een content to steadily vote against them,

without saying a word, believing that a
man’s vote is a much better test of his po-
sition and views, on any question, than his
speeches. T was opposed to them from the
beginning, therefore sir, I do not feel that
the article that appeared in the True Amer-
ican a few days since, hits me at all, and for
that reason, probably I view it differently
from those gentlemen upon this foor, who
voted the other way.

Perhaps that article might have been more
courteous and less severe, and have accom-
plished more good than it has ; but sir,
was it untrue ? @ls there a line in it that
is false ? If so, where is it? I have not
heard any pretence that it was untrue.—
No, sir, I fear it was too true, and that has
cauged this burst of indignation. But, sir,
suppose it was untrue and unjust, is that
any reason for taking this conrse ?

Here sir, is a man employed to do a part
of the public printing for {his legislature ;
he thinks there has been an attempt made
to take from the treasury of the State $600
or 8700, by the guardians of that treasury,
without the shadow of right, except by the
sanction of a law they themselves might
make. : :

That man, although he has a contract
with the State, has the independence to
come out; expose and speak “boldly of the
attempt, and what is the consequence 1—
Why, sir, h(? 18 told, you have exposed us,
you have written and Published an article
severely reflecting upon usg, which hag o pen-
ed the eyes of the public ; hasg arrayed such
a feeling against us, that we have been de-
terred from consummating the act, and now,
we will have revenge, by depriving you of

an act of the legislature

the pay to which you are entitled; for the
work you have done for us, at our request,
and upon our own terms. Sir, I cannot
believe that this House will further disgrace
itself and the State by the passage of this
bill. T hope the motion to indefinitely
postpone, will prevail.

M. Robins said the bill did not originate
with the committee. Tn regard to the un-
precedented mode of legislation referred to
by the gentleman (Mr. Dutcher, ) he thought
that gentleman had asked for suspensions
of the rules, more than any- one else. ;

Mr. Dutcher said he had not asked to dis-
pense with the printing of bills in order to
hurry them through. ¥

Mr. Pennington said the session was ve-
ry near its close, and it was necessary fo
be in a hurry, in order to get the bill
through both houses. We had appointed
M. Naar to do the printing, and we had a
right- to turn him out whenever we think
proper. As to his pay for what he had
done, he could get that through the inci-
dental bill, which had always been the case
until late years. ;

Mz, Collom did not rise to defend Mr.
Naar. He might defend himself if he
thought proper in his own way ; but he rose
to ask the question, Has it come to this
that the Legislature of New J. ersey cannot
survive the attacks of newspaper - editors ?
If it cannot, we had better vacate our seats
and go home at once. He had seen more
than one mean newspaper attack, where the
motives and sentiments of members were
distorted, but he had learned to treat them
with contempt. We ought to occupy much
higher, and more honorable ground, than to
descend to a notice of these attacks. We
had a right to vote ourselves gold pencils,
if we thought proper, and he believed their
constituents would sanction it. But what
will be said, if we pass this bill? The op-
position will say that the pet organ denoun-
ced corruption, and the party, to get him
out of the way, cut off his head ! How would
that sound throughout the State ? It was
for the honor of the legislature that
he thought this matter should be pas-
sed by. "Let us say to this man, You have
not treated us gentlemanly, but we will
adhere to our contract with you. Go ! there
15 room enough for you and us.

Mr. Lafetra rose to offer a resolution to
allow Mr. Naar to be heard in his own do-
fence, but ;

My. Doremus obtained the floor and said
the gentleman from Burlington had elo-
quently expressed his viewson this subject.
The article in the True American, ho ad-
mitted, was a slandexr upon the miembers,
and this bill was a rebuke. In his opinion
the matter had gone far enough—the object
had been answered.

The question was: then taken on My.
Dutcher’s motion and it prevailed 29 to 27,

The large expenditure for the additional
wings was made, with the belief room would
be afforded for more private and paying pa-
tients ; thereby increasing the receipts of
the institution, and diminishing its annunl
cost to the state, and it was confidently an-
ticipated that the appropriation made by
the act, approved March 30th, 1855, of sev-
enty-five cents for each eounty patient,
could be dispensed with, as soon as the
wings were finished, and it is with some sux-
prise that I find a provision in the act here-
with returned, to increase the appropriation
to one dollar for each county patient.

It will be observed by veference to the
annual report of the institution, made at the
commencement of the session, that it has
been sustained during the last year by the
receipts from the counties for their patients,
and seventy-five cents from the state, and
previous to the past year, it has been sus-
tained by the payment from the counties
alone, of two dollars a week for each pa-
tient, and without any deficiency. .The
cost of provisions has been unusually high
the past two years, and higher than they
are at this time, and I can see no good reas-
on in view of the enlargement of the build-
ing, the reduced prices of provisions, and
the large farm establishment connected with
the institution for increasing the state ap-
propriation—but recommend that the legis-
lature vepeal the law, approvedMarch 30th,

1855, and relieve the state from any contri-
bution for thecare of the county patients,
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which more justly belongs to the coun-
ties. s

The managers, by the law organizing the
ingtitution, have the power to fix the price

" to be paid for keeping indigent patients,

providing they do not exceed the actual cost

. of their support and attendance. Therefore

if two dollars is not sufficient, they can in-
erease the charge.

The appropriation of six thousand dollars
made by the bill herewith returned, may, I
think, on account of the estimated revenues
of the state for the year being less than
usual, be suspended For one year.

be generally sought for, and a large number of
copies required, beyond what the state ought gra-
tuitously to supply. Tn order that they shall be
justly distributed, I would recommend that the

I beg leave to invite attention to the report of

tion to which they are entitled, emanating from a
zealous and accomplished officer, who devotes much
time and x flection to our militia system.

The office of Quartermaster-General became va-

l GENTLEMEN— You meet at a time when the peo-
1 : ple of New Jersey are enjoying unprecedented
health, prosperity, and happiness.
\ ‘A Gracious Providence has amply rewarded the
} labor of the field and work-shop. Under such
| congratulatory circumstances, it is with peculiar
pleasure I perform the duty imposed by the con-
J stitution, of communicating to  you the condition
| of the affairs of the state, and calling your atten-
\ tion to such measures as in my judgment may be
\‘ expedient, and caleulated to advance the common
welfare.

By the report of the treasurer, the ordinary dis-
pursements of the past year have been $126,021.32,
and the extriordinary expenditures *$95,119.05,
making the total expenditures $221,140.37, and
the receipts to have been $221,268.62, leaving the
sum of $122.05 in the treasury on the 31st De-
cember.

Our revenucs during the past year from our
public works have been less than were estimated,
and the appropriations were greater, consequently,
after realizing the loan of $30,000 authorized by
the last Legislature, there are still some appropria-
tions unsatisfied, but which can be readily meb
from the receipts of the revenues due during the
present month. The condition of the treasury,
however, demands prudent and economical appro-
priations, so as to liquidate the loan, and meet the
ordinary expenses of the present year. - The fund
for the support of free sehools has - increased
$10,249.89 during the past year, and now amounts
to $413,454.96.

The Geological Survey has progressed in & mosb
satisfaotory manner. The reports of the superin-
tendent and his associates, which accompany this
naessage, show a large amount of work done, and
the results exhibited cannot fail to satisfy you
with the importance of prosecuting the survey.
These reports are very creditable to the gentlemen
who have had charge of the different departments
of the work, and contain matter of great value to
the people of the state. |

Teacheys’ Institutes have been held during the
past year in thirteen counties.

Tn proportion as the structure
of a governmentb gives foree to public opinion, it
is essential that public opinion should be en-
lightened.”

The commissioners appointed under the law of
the last session, ““to revise the school laws of the
state, to extend and codify the same,” have pre-
pared a law W ich will be submitted for your con-
before the tenth day of
your gession.

The commissioners ©f the library have not made
the alterations in the library rooms, as contem-
plated and authorized by the law, approved March
29, 1855. Upon examination, it was found that
there is not sufficient room in‘the State House, to
accommodate the State and Law Libraries. And
the commissioners had a design made for an en-
largement of the building, which will give a good
library room and committee rooms to the Senate
and Assembly Chambers, which are much needed,
and would be a valuable addition to the State
House, and in perfect harmony with its architec-
ture ; the whole cost is estimated at ten thousand
dollars. The present library room could be appro-
priated to. the mineralogy and natural history of
+the state, which it is proper should he arranged,
and will no more than accommodate the specimens
obtained by the officers of the Geological Survey.

The additions to the Lunatic Asylum, authorized
by the legislature of eighteen hundred and fifty-
four, have been completed and furnished, and the
work of removing the heating apparatus from the
main building has also been completed. A full
condition of the affairs of the asylum will be found
in the report of the managers and officers. The
appropriations for this institution have been large
and liberal, and the most sanguine expectations of
the humane in its establishment have been realized.
By its enlargement, ahd the additional room af-
forded for the paying patients, the annual cost to
the state of maintaining the institution, will be
greatly diminished. No further extraordinary ap-
propriations can be needed or anticipated by the
managers. ;

For the condition and conduct of the State .
Prison, I respectfully refer to the reports of the
keeper, inspectors, physician, and moral instructor.
This institution requires 2 hospital, but whether
the condition of the treasury will admit of its'being
suthorized to'be built this year, is left to- your
‘bétter judgment. £ :

ported, i whole or in part by the state, in the New
York and Philadelphia institutions, iz about the
same as lagt year. The appropriation is ample for
the object, and the care of the pupils of the state
by the superintendents of those excellent institu-
tions, is unexceptionable. I highly approve of this
mode of taking care of the poor and afflicted, and
I would recommend that a similar Provision be
made for the pauper idiots of the state, 50 that
they mey be gent to an institution now established
in Philadelphia, where, by the system adopted,
this unfortunate class are, to g limited extent, re-
claimed. .

The report of the Commistioners on Pilotage af-
fords o most satisfactory account of our pilot es-
tablishment, and is Lerewith submitted.

* Railroads have been oxtended, and double tracks
are being laid on gome of the most important lines
. of road, and arrangements are being made for the

. heavy ceal transportation, from the inexhaustible
¢oal beds of Pennsylvania, _BCrosg our territory to
New York, Philadelphia, and our own manufaoc-
turing cities, which must necessarily haye the
sffect of reducing the price of coal to our own
citizens, giving them ‘the advantage of greatly in-
oreased traffic, upon our railroads and navigable
waters, and will further demonstiate the valué and
importance of the natural and geographical posi-
tion of our state, and promote its agricultural and
minersl developmeonts.  While our railroads are as
well and as safely conducted as thoge of any other
Btate-~which i shown by statistios——and while we
bave the oldest roads, and more than our share
of ability and experience devoted to their care and
management, & zad and painful accident oceurred
in the month of Septembor last, causing a great
deal of indivi®ual euffering, which hag been deeply
gympathised in by the directors and managers of
the road, and the public at large.

That the greatest possible security against acei-
deuts may be attained, T respoctfully suggest that
& joint committes of the legislature be appointed
at an early day of yoursession; whose duty it shall
be, after due deliberation and investigation, to re-
commend such further legislation, as would, in
their opinion, increase safety in railway travel,

I repeat the recommendations heretofors made,
for some changein our road law. The present gys-
tem of working township and county roads is de-
fective, as the condition and character of our high-
ways will attest. Tt is desirable that more practi-
cal knowledge be employed in their coustruction,
and greater care and attention hestowed upon their
geagonablo repair. This would he productive of
improved highways and economy to the tax-payers.
The value of good roads is not sufficiently esti-
mated. While they reduce the oost of tr'a,nsporting
our produce to s market, they greatly enhance the
value of the land. Well made, incorporated turn-
pikes, are an acknowledged benefit in some 86C-
tions of the state, and are remunerative to the
sopital invested in them ; but turnpikes are norie,
accordance with the popular idea of free public
highwaye, and I think will be found mors expen-
siye to the community than an improved system to
sfford a8 good roads. Turnpilies are only built
through densely populated districts of country,
ard are built as an sdvantegeous investment for
capital, rather than accommodation for the public.
- Xn our present system we have too many overseers

of highways, and the vesponsibility for the condi.

tion of roads is so much diffused, that little expe-
rience or study is bestowed upon them, and the
labor lost. The great importance of this subject
demands early and earnest attention. and I recom-
mend that a joint committes be appointed to inves-
tigate the whole subjeot, and raport such amend-

ment t0 the provent laws as are caloulated to im-

prove our highways,

For the hetter protection and prevention of en-
eroachments upon the waters of Neow York harbor,
that state appointed commissioners to survey the
#pid harbor, and report an exterior line for wharves,
plors, or other constructions.

This state hag an equal interest with New York
in this important matter, and therefore I recom-
mend that commissioners should be appointed by
thig state for a . like Purpose—to act either sepa-

" rately or in conjunction with the New York com-
wiggioners, as they may deem advisable, This
survey.is, I am informed, almost completed, and
the ling will shortly bs defined. The rights of the
state of New Jersey may be seriously affected

thereby, therefors
be desirable.

By the report of the Bank Commissioners here-
with submitted, it will be seen that two new banks
have beon organized under the act authorizing the
business of banking during the last year, showing
conclusively that the general law would have af-
forded all the ba king facilities required by the
people of the state, and by giving perfect gecurity
to their issues, the biil holders were always safe.
Amendments recommended last year to the law,
are again urged by the Bank Commissioners, Not-
withstanding the legislature at its last gession re-
chartered many special banks, and granted five
new charters, they left the general banking law on
our statute book ; .we have therefore two banking
8ystems recognized by our laws, which cannot
equitably exist at the same time. My sentiments
on this subject having been fully expressed in my
last message, and sustained by my astion in relgtion
to the charters referred to, I beg leave to reiterate
the game.

It is deeply to be regretted that our policy in

regard to banking was disturbed. The effect is,
that more than twenty applications for bank char-
ters will be made to you. ' I trust none of these
applications will be acted upon hefore you have
decided which is the bettér of the two Bystems ;
but the granting of any special bank charfer is, in
my opinion, prejudicial to the best interosts of the
state, and I confidently hope that they will he re-
sisted by the friends of general laws, I will again
urge upon your consideration the passage of a law
prohibiting the circulation of bank notes of five
dollars and under; such a law would inerease the
cireulation of gold and silver, and proteet the
laboring clagses from a currency liable to deprecia-
tion. i ;
I beg leave to refer to the Tegislation legalizing
an increased rate of interest in Hssex and Hudson
counties, and in the city of Paterson. A differ-
ence in the legal rate of interest in contiguous
territory, acts prejudicially to that allowing the
lower rate. That portion of our gtate lying near
New York suffered loss of capital, because a higher
rate of interest was given in that state, ‘which
attraocted and took away capital, and prevented
our citizens ‘from effecting loans there,: This in-
duced the logislature to increase the rate in the
counties referred to, which has given satisfaction,
and ig considered beneficial by the people, but the
people of the adjacent counties complain that it is
prejudioial to them, for the same canses that pre-
viously affected and were complained of by the
counties of Essex and Hudson, . Our present laws
diseriminate also in favor of railroad companies
who are allowed to Pay seven per cent. on their
bonds. The abundant ‘sand sufficient security of-
fered by the many worls of internal improvements,
induces our oapitalists to invest their money in
them, both in and out of the stite. I do 10t hegi-
tate to oxpress the opinion that a uniform rate of
interest ought to'exist throughout the state, . -

In this connection, I cannot forego noticing the
recommendation by the Executives of several states
of the Union, to repenl all laws on the subject of
usury, assuming that the price for money, like
merchandise and produce, should be free, and re-
gulated by supply and demand. These views have
attracted public attention, and have their adyo-
cates in this and other states, and there are also
those who advocate legalizing contracts at any
rates that.may be agreed upon by the parties, and
other modifications which in effect are tantamount
to an aholition of usury laws, in whole or in part.
Stringent usury laws are, to my mind, as neces-
sary to restrain avarice (one of the Worst passions)
as any of our oriminal laws are to restrain and
punish erime. . The argument that they. are evaded
and disregarded, certainly is not true in this state,
exoept possibly in a few transactions; and it is
equally nnfounded that they keep up a high rate
of interest.- Institute a comparison between the
statos where no nsury laws oxist and where they
do, and compare the rates of interest, and it will
he found that the absence of usury laws, or the
repeal of them, increased the rate of interest enor-
mously, and caused increased debt, great saerifices
of property, distress, and ruin of many, from the
unrestricted price of money, and the rapacity of
nmoney lenders. The result hag been frightful in
the states where the experiment has besn tried,
and most stringent lews have besn invariable re.

prompt action on your part may

enacted within two or three years after their repeal,
Money is not increased, and does not become plen- .
tiful and cheap when relieved from the restrainty
of usury laws; nor does competition among money..
lenders reduce the rate of interest, as it ig urged,
If it did, the money would be, in times of plenty,
at a less rate than allowed by law, there being ng
obstacle to competition below it. These argumentg
may do for the lenders, not the borrowers of mo.
ney. The effect is to increase, instead of diminish,
the rate of interest.

It must not be forgotten, that money is created
by government, and merchandise and produce by
individual labor and industry. Money is made a
standard of value, s currency, and a legal tender
for the payment of debts, which is necessary for
the convenience of all, to conduct trade. Thess
powers are conferred, and it is the duty of the
government to see that no injury is done to the
“public, and unless the same power can be given tg

wheat, corn, and manufaoctured articles, they arc
not equal to, or the same as money, and this ¢an-
not be done—for two ourrencies, or two standardg
of value cannot exist together; therefore, ths
holders of money and the holders of that repre-
genting money, cannot be made equal, for the
farmer and the manufacturer cannot pay their obZ
ligations with the products of their labor ; thug
the unrestricted price of money ingreases the ad-
ventage of capital over labor, So long as there ig
a distinction in the power of money and the pro-
ducts. of labor, the lender and the borrower of
money are not equally free; whereas, as relates to
the sale or purchase of everything else, the parties
are free. It is therefore, evident, restrictions in
moneyed transactions are necessary.

Investigation, experience, and evidence will show
that usury laws give protection to property and
stability to trade, create confidence betwoen man
and man, and are a wholesome restraint upon the
blind, passions of avarice, and as a safeguard to”

“the poor and laboring classes prevent distress, des-
titution, and erime. Such is the policy, wisdom,
and necessity of this old and almost universal law,
which protects the community from imposition,
prodigality, and extortion. The “happiness, pros-
perity, and well-being of society demand, in my
Jjudgment, a rigid enforcement of usury laws, and
with the hope of checking the growth of a senti-
ment so dangerous, and productive of such great -
evils, and the fear that the interested, and those
who know little of the nature of finance, might .
effect some modification or change in the law, hag
induced me thus fully to discuss the subject.

The State Agricultural Society held its first ex-
hibition et Camden, in September last. It was an
occasion full of interest, and dvew together a very
large number of agriculturalists. The exhibition
was gotten up on a scale creditable to the state,
and wag eminently successful, and caleulated to
invigorate this first and most important branch, of
industry. )

The officers of the gociety have placed the state
under obligations for the zeal and labor manifested

' by them in-the arrangement of the exhibition. I
recommend that the appropriation made last year
to. this society: be renewed at this session. Every
effort at improvement in our system of agriculture
has met with such signal success as to incite to
perseverance. The large area of unoccupied lands
now lying dormant, can, with the means nature has
8o bountifully supplied, be brought under success-
ful culture, '

The market is at our doors, and every motive of
personal profit and state prids, urges us to the en-
couragement of enlightened and improved agricul-
ture, as the true source of our wealth, and as the

“first object and care of the state. The beneficial
effects of the application of science to agriculture,
is perceptible in every county of the state, by the
improvement of soil and angmentation of crops the
husbandman is enriched and emigration prevented.

For this we have much to hope from the State
Agricultural Society, and the numerous county .
societies. -

The Historical Society of the state has incurred
great expense in procuring an analytical index to
the colonial documents deposited in the state-paper
offices of” England, and the legislature at its ses-
sion of eighteen hundred and fifty-two, authorized
& subscription towards its publication. = Considera.
Ble progress has been wads in the volume, but it

having beer thought advisable by the society to
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inoorporate in the index, references to the doou-
ments and records to he found in private and pub-
lic depositories in America, connected with our
colonial era, thé work has been suspended.

The subject is one which cannot fail to enlist
our interest, and the society desires & co-operation
of the legislature in directing, by resolution, an
inquiry into the condition of the public records in
each county, authorizing the prosecutor of the
pleas and county olerk, with two or mora membors
of the Mistorical Society, to make the necessary
. examinations, and to report to the next logislature
the condition of tho respective county records, and
Submit suoh & summary of the information o0b-
fained as niay supply what is wanted for the com-
pletion of the index referred to.
The History of. New Jersey is calculated to
arouse the just pride of its citizens. No state can
oint to so many battle fields—none to the amount
of saorifice and devotion made in the dark days of
our revolution—none, indeed, with more stern for-
itude sustained the privations and sufferings of
that glorious struggle, but strange to say, the his-
tory of the sacrifices of her people has never been
written, and not one stone is raised upon another
tg commemorate the gallantry of her sons, or de-
signate the spot where the great battles of the re-
volution were fought and won. I confidently hope
that encouragement will be afforded the commend-
able and patriotic exertions of the historical so-
ciety for obtaining all the information desired to
_complete and illustrate our history.
I herewith transmit communications of public
interest received from the states of Massachusetts,
Connecticut, and Maine, in accordance with the
request contained in the resolutions of those states.
They refer to the Misgsouri compromise and the
slavery question. i
Tt is to be regretted that any of the states of the
Union should deem it necessary to agitate at this
or any other time, subjects like these, in a spivit s0
imperative and unconciliatory. It must be ad-
mitted by all, that the questions referred to, are of
a character to enlist in their consideration, all the
prudence, moderation, and forbearance which the
people of every section of the confederation have
a right to expect and demand from those of other
_sections. In this spirit, do I desire to direct the
" attention of the legislature to the points involved
in these resolutions.

That the so-called Missouri compromise was, in
itself, an expedient devised to accommodate, for
the time being, the conflicting opinions which ex-
isted in regard to the admission of the state of
Missouri, with a constitution recognizing the ex-
istence of slavery, no one will deny. The act was,
in its nature, so far as the future exclusion of
slavery from the remainder of the territory ao-
quired from France, in the cession of Louisiang, &
restriction upon the rights of the slave-holding
atates—since in the normal condition of that ter-
ritory, slavery was recognized. And although
tacitly submitted to for a while, there was nothing
in itg provisions to east around it the halo of “ good
faith,” which its advocates pretend should have
guarded it from repeal. But it is repealed; and I
submit, can it now be restored with any advan-.
tage? In rostoring it, were it possible to do so, we
bring back the free citizens who now inhabit, or
may in future inhabit those territories, to that con-
dition of quasi-colonial dependence, which they
are now freed from, and which is at variance with
the principles of free government. We, a8 Jor-
seymen, contend that we have the capacity, and
are endowed by nature, in common with all our
countrymen, -to the right of self-government. We
enjoy it to the fullest extent in our. own state.
But should inclination or necessity take us to a
_territory, the common property of us all, shall we
thereby forfeit that right, and become more sub-
servient to e will of the federal government than
we now are? Shall we part with the right of
having a voice in the establishment of institutionsy
on which our future may depend? I think not,
and thel:efore, T believe that the-restoration of the
Missouri compromise i3 not to be desired any
wore, by us of the north, than by our brethren of
the south.

With regard to the disturbances in Kansas, how-
ever much they formed a subject of regret and
condemnation, there is no doubt they had their
origin ag much in the acts of the misguided fanati-

cism of a portion of the people of the castorn
states as in the violence of the intruders from the
borders of Missouri, If either of these parties
had been willing to have dealt fairly by the set-
tlors in Kansas, and to have left them to the en-
joyment of the rights, whiolf they themselves pos-
sessed under their territorial law, and the consti-
tution of the United States, no disturbance would
have ocourred excepting aneh ao may bo considered
inocpurable from the condition of the first occu-
pants of remote territories ; but such is the innate
good sense and love of justice of the American
people, thab discord cannot sway them long, in the
presence of those substantial henefits, to be pro-
duced by harmony and union. Loft to themselves,
the people of Kansas will settle their own differ-
ences, as they would do were they still the inhabi-
tants of organized states, without any interference
from federal authority.

The states whose resolutions T am now comment-
ing on, ask for the repeal of the fugitive slave law,
and a good deal of disoussion
judgment, been wasted in regard to the constitu-
tionality of this aot. Withont troubling you with
details, or the hair-splitting “distinotions made in
regard to some of its clauses, I deem it merely
necessary to refer you to the section of the consti-
tution of the United States, applicable to the sub-
ject. Itis thereby declared, article IV., section 2 ¢

¢« No person held to service or labor in one state,
under the laws thereof, escaping into another,
shall, in consequence of any law or regulation
therein, be discharged from such servioe or labor,
but shall be delivered up on the claim of the party
to whom such service or labor may he due.”

This is positively & recognition of the right of
the owner to claim the person who shall have
escaped from his service, and of the duty of the’
state under whose jurisdiction he happens to be,
to deliver him up. It must be admitted, that
without this provision in the conatitution, the
union of the states would never have been estab-

lished, and the ¥epeal of an enactment which is
intended to give effect and vitality to the condi-
tions contained in it would necessarily destroy
that which it established. No ono can desire suoh
o conclusion, and therefore L am free to believe
that the soher, disoriminating judgment of the
people of New Jersey will resist so gross an en-
croschment on right, leading to so disastrous a
result. The recognition of the principle has been
always sustained by the people of this state, and
ample provisions for its enforcement is contained
in our statutes.

The resolution by the state of Maine, thatno
new states shall ba hereafter admitted into the
confederation with constitutions authorizing slavery
is, to my mind, ontirely irreconcilablo with the
prineiple of self-government which I have already
reforred to, T¥awell as with the provision on the
subject contained in our national compaot. The
only condition provided in that instrument for the
admission of new states is, that it shall have a
« republican” form of government, and the repre-
sentatives of the states, in Congrass assembled,
have no right to impose upon it any other condi-
tion. It is true that the conatitution does not
make it obligatory to admit any new states, and:
members of Comgress may, in the exercise of the
discretion reposed in them, refuse to vote for their
admission; but if no other reason exists for such
refusal, excepting the intended possession of slaves
by the states 50 applying, it would be, to my mind,
a most flagrant departure from duty, and a breach
of good faith, not to be expected from men ac-
quainted with their-responsibilities, and faithful to
the oath which they have taken to support and
maintain the constitution, and it would be just as
reasonable to say that New Jersey, or any other
state, having abolished slavery, cannot, ab their
digeretion, recognize and re-establish it, Without
discussing further the points referred to by the
regolutions now transmitted, I would only add the
expression of my confidence, that in the existing
dissentions, and those with which éur country is
further threatened, New Jersey will continue to
occupy & position of just and honorable conserva-
tism. True to the mermories of the past, and
hopeful in the considerations of the future, let us
geek not to disturh those common rights whioh
belong alike to every member of the Union.

Standing by our own independent soyereignty, 88

has, in my humble

reserved to us by mutual agreement with our sister *
states, let us be willing to concede to them all that
wo demand. Let us not, above all, for the mduy
gence of what we may consider motives of phi-
Tanthropy, peril the peace and perpetuity of this
Union, and destroy the future hopos of geunerations
yet, unborn. ] s
Some change, to my mind, is desirable in the
constitution of the United States, “and for this
object a plan of amendments to accomplish the
change have been submitted to the Legisiature of
Tennesses, hy Governor Johnson, to whioh I beg
to oall your attention, as they are calculated to
popularize our free institutions, and wake them
more national, by submitting the oleotions of Presi-
dent and Vice-President, and Senators of the
United States, direotly to the peopls, instead of .
indirectly, through the alectoral oolleges and legis-
latuves; and . a further amendment, by which the
judges of the TUnited States courts shall hold their
‘offices for twelve years, to be divided into three
classes, so that one-third may be .chosen every
fourth year, instead of holding their offices, 88
now, during good behavior. The importance of
modifying the constitution of the United States is
manifest from the present condition of the House
of Representatives. The choice of a President
and Vice-President should never he placed where
the election might be indefinitely postponed, or
result in placing men in office without regard to
the popular will. The proposed amendments to
the constitution would remove all apprehension
and difficulty on this accouut, as 1t contemplates
that each state shall be divided by the legislature
thereof into districts equal in number to the whole
number of Benators and Re resentatives to which

such state may be entitled in the congress of the
United States, and the person receiving the greatest
number of votes for President, and the one re-
ceiving the greates: number of votes for Vice-
President, in each district, ghall be holden to re-
ceive one vote, which shall be certified to con-
gress, who shall count the votes; but if no _person
have a majority of the whole number of votes,
then & second election shall be held between the
two persons having the highest numbers for the
office of President, and the same as to the Vice-
President, and the elections to be held, certified
and counted in the same manner, and the persons
havingtbe highest number of votes to be deemed
elected.

Your joint resolution approving of and recom-
mending such change in the constitution of the
United %t&tes, and your readiness to promote it in
either manner prescribed by the constitution itself,
1 respectfully recommend. 5

The firm and decided position taken by our io-
vernment in relation to the construction of the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, will_no doubt meet the
approbation of the people of the country. By if,
our friendly relations with Great Britain muy be
disturbed. = Colonization by any European powes
on this continent should always be resisted. Our
national security and the diffusion of the principles
of free republican government, demund the politi~
cal separation of the people of the American con-
tinent from those of European monarchical go-
vernments, and the efforts of the United Stales
should always be directed to that object. ;

1t will be perceived that whilst oar governmest
has scrupulously fulfilled the conditions of the
treaty spoken of, the British government has, with
extreme bad faith, violated a portion of them, and
now seeks to vindicate her acts by & forced coun-
struction of words, which in their plain sighifeiticn
go to support, in the clearest mauner, the claias of
fhe United States. This is certainly an extraordi-
nary exhibition on her part, to & country which
«has acquired that degree of strengtl} necessary
to command its own fortunes’—and it is to be
hoped that the federal government will unhesi-
tatingly insist upon the conditions of the treaty, or
demand its entire abrogat.on.

In conclusion, I beg to express the confident
hope that your session. will be a short one—the
amount of public business required is small. The
last legislature passed a large number of private
acts, and many of them will never go into effect,
and others are of doubtful utility; from this cause,
the expenses greatly exceeded that of any pte-
vious session, without corresponding.pu_bhq benefit.

It is very desirable that the discrimination, wis-
dom and economy, which has heretofore guided
and d':ireeted our legislation should be strictly ob-
served.
