The implementation of a thirty-five minute period of 
Sustained Silent Reading and Academic Enrichment begins each day with an emphasis on reading for life and remaining 
diligent and accountable for learning. As a New Jersey School Choice District, Delsea Middle School provides the 
opportunity for non-resident students to attend school here at no cost to their parents/guardians. This School Choice 
program covers grades seven, eight and extends to the high school in grades nine through twelve.
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
