Other Information:


Enrollment for the 2016-2017 school year consisted of students from Kindergarten to Grade Three. Support services 
include a Guidance Counselor, Resource Center teacher, a Speech-Language Specialist and two Literacy/ Math 
Specialists. The special area teachers in Physical Education/Health, Art, Music, and Library follow a six day rotation 
schedule with the other elementary schools. The district Child Study Team also provides services to the school. At CLES, 
our experienced teaching staff continues to work well as a group to promote the educational process and strives to meet 
the requirements with rigor. Our goals continue to emphasize improving reading, writing, and math skills for all students. 
We continue to focus on programs to help make students stronger independent readers. The Character Education 
program was organized by the Guidance Counselor and highlighted throughout the year with assembly programs and 
motivational activities that recognize monthly character traits leading to the selection of “Students of the Month.” In 
addition to their many teaching responsibilities, the staff continues to volunteer their time to plan activities that promote 
school and community involvement. The students participated in local and national charitable causes through activities 
that increased student awareness and strengthened community relations. The annual visit to the Collings Lakes 
Firehouse highlighted Fire Prevention Week and helped to gain respect and awareness for the important role that 
volunteers play in our community. Many visits from the State Police Community Officer enhanced awareness and support 
of Law Enforcement. A School Safety Team was formed to plan and organize drills to meet the needs of the State 
requirements. Contributions from the “Friends of Joey Foundation” have helped to maintain the upkeep of our playground 
area. The beautiful pavilion constructed by this foundation is used for outdoor classroom activities and during recess.
