REPORT OF THE COMMISSIONERS TO BUILD 

THE STATE LUNATIC ASYLUM. 

To his Excellency, CHARLES C. STRATTON, 

Governor of the state of New Jersey ; 
I 

The Commissioners appointed to build the New Jersey 
State Lunatic Asylum, respectfully REPORT: 

That during the past year, the various departments of labor 
necessary to finish the building, have been industt·iously prose­
cuted; and the carpenters and masons have fulfilled their -con­
tracts for putting up the Asylum edifice. 

There are some items of labor connected with the fixtures, 
and require to be done with them, which will come under the 
supervision of the Managers, the ascertained amount of which 
is included in the stated cost of the building. 

·The amount expended in erecting the Asylum edifice, in­
cluding the sums reported in 1846-7, is eighty thousand, six 
hundred and fifty dollars, viz :

REPORT OF THE l\1ANAGERS OF 1'HE STATE 

LUNATIC ASYLUM. 

To his Excellency, CHARLEs C. STRATTON, 

Governor of the state of New Jersey: 

The 1\lanagers ofthe State Lunatic Asylum REPORT: 
That having met at Trenton, on Tuesday, the 6th day of 

April, 1847, pursuant to law, the board was organized by the 
appointment of James Parlier, as President, and Thomas J . 
Stryker, as Secretary, and a committee of the board was ap­
pointed to co-opemte with the building Commissioners in refer­
ence to the construction of the necessary fixtures, and for 
procuring furniture and stock for the institution. 

On the 19th April, the board appointed Stacy A. Paxsof! 
Treasure•·, with a salary of $100, and Dr. Horace A. Buttolph 
Superintendent, with a salary of $1,500, to take effect from 
the 1st !\lay, 1847. 

Doctor Buttalph was at the time assistant physician at the 
Insane Asylum at Utica, in the state of New York, of long 
practice in the treatment of insane persons, and strongly re­
commended by persons of high character, as being every way 
•tualified fo1· the duties of the office. It was thought proper 
to appoint a superintendent thus qualified, at the time, Ro as to 
have his aid and the uencfit of his experience in finishing the 
building and providing the necessary fixtures and furniture ; 
and the result has fully satisfied the board of the advantage 
derived from his assistance in this respect. 

In July, Mr. Jasper S. Scudder was appointed Treasurer, in 
the room of Stacy A. Paxson, deceased; and Mrs. Mary But-
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tolph was appointed l\iatron, with a salary of $300, to take 
effect on the 1st October ; her assistance in preparing bedding 
and other furniture being considered necessary and of advantage 
to the institution. On the 1st of September, Caleb Sager was 
appointed Steward, at a salary of $600, and commenced his 
duties on the 5th. He has been employed in the purchase of 
stock, i.n the general superintendence of the farm, levelling and 
clearing the ground around the building , &c. 

By-laws for the government of the institution have been 
prepared,.of which fifteen hundred copies have been ordered 

to be printed for distribution. 
~ T here ha!i! been orawn from the treasury of the 

sta te, by warrants from the Governor, the sum of $5,500.00 
O f which has been expended in payment 

fo r sa laries, 
Fixtures and furniture, 
Gas worlis, 
Farm and stock, 
·Various incidental expenses,

--And there remai ns in the treasury of the Asy lum, 

The l\'lanagers have authorized the co nstr uction of gas 
works, as the most economical and safe moue for lighting the 
building, and they have for the same reason adopted the plan 
of warming the Luilding by steam. 

The state of the building and the unfavorable weather fot· 
putting it in order for the reception of patients, will probably 
prevent the Asylum from being in a fit state fo r that purpose 

uefore April next. 
The expense for providing the fixtures and furniture for the 

institution, for the erection of the ga·s works, the beating apa­
ratus, pagm~nt of salaries and wages of attendants, fencing the 
farm and purchase of farming stock, the improvement of the­
grounds, and incidental expenses, will probably require an ap­
propriation of twenty thousand dollars, in addition to the unex­
pended balance already appropriate<! by law. A detailed 
estimate of these items will be furnished by the committee ap­
pointed fo r the pur pose of superintending this branch of the 

l.Jusiness.

REPORT OF THE ADJUTANT-GENERAL. 

ADJU'rANT-GENERAL'S OFF'ICE, ~ 
TRENTON, New Jersey, January 1, 1848. 5 

SIR :-On the ]st of January, 1847, I deemed it my duty to 
lay before your Excellency, the neglected condition of the 
militia of New Jersey. Since that period no material improve­
ment has come under my observation, and I have now to re­
port that the same want of efficient organization prevails in 
most of the brigades throughout the state; that few regular 
regimental parades are held according to law; few fines are 
imposed for neglect in the performance of military duty, and 
still fewer collected; hence arises the impossibility of making 
a suitable return of all the militia of the state to your Excel­
lency, and to the President of the United States, wherehy we 
are not only remiss in the performance of a duty which we owe 
to the Union, but may be cut off from our quota of the public 
arms and munitions of war. 

With an earnest desire to effect some change, I would most 
respectfully suggest to your Excell ency the importance of in­
sisting upon the regular meetings of the difl'erent brigade 
boards; of the necessity of imposing and collecti ng according 
to law, a ll fi nes fo r the neglect of mili tary duty ; and of imme­
diately (if possible) supplying the places of decayed a nd retired 
field officers.
