Acting Governor Guadagno Attends Patella Woodworking

Trenton, NJ – Highlighting New Jersey’s success in attracting
businesses, Acting Governor Kim Guadagno today joined
Patella Woodworking to celebrate the official grand opening of
their new 89,000 square foot headquarters and manufacturing
facility in Passaic County. Patella relocated from Orangeburg,
NY.
