NJASK Science Assessment Information


The New Jersey Student Learning Assessment for Science (NJSLA-S) measures student proficiency with the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for Science. All 
students in grade 5, grade 8, and grade 11 were administered the NJSLA-Science field test in 2017-18.
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Student absences provide important information about a school’s culture and climate. Research shows that absences impact a student's ability to succeed in school. The 
New Jersey Department of Education used input from New Jersey communities to select chronic absenteeism as its measure of school quality and student success for 
the ESSA accountability plan.

The Jaggard School officially opened in 1972. Its namesake, Robert B. Jaggard (1904-1968) was a long-time resident of 
Evesham and a member of the Board of Education for 10 years. An addition was built in 2000 adding a lot of square 
footage including a new gym, music room, art room, and instructional spaces.

Technology and 
STEM:


The instructional program at Robert B. Jaggard School is designed to facilitate student learning and to encourage the 
authentic integration and application of technology both in and out of the classroom. Classrooms are equipped with an 
ActivBoard/Panel or some other related interactive device that is utilized to enhance instruction and make learning more 
hands-on. At the upper elementary grades at Jaggard, all students have access to individual Chromebook classroom-
based devices. The primary grade students have access to classroom iPads. STEM courses/units of instruction are 
integrated into technology and club offerings. Classroom teachers utilize a wide range of technology tools such as Google 
Classroom, Google Forms, Google Docs and Slides. Internet-based resources such as BrainPop are also used.
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
